Mr previous co-nununications will have informed you of our arrival at
Y3-1‘l{1l11Ll and of t-he honorable reception of the Mission hy the Dadkhwah,
lllahonied Yunis, and of his arrangements for our comfort during our stay in
that city. " .

I have new the honor to report our arrival at the capital of the Atalik
Ghasec. ll-To left Yarhu11~:_l on the n:1ornin_g of the 28th November heiog ae-
eoinpanied ligv ll-lfirsa l\il§:1.l.1<i111er.lYalioob and ’.l‘ash Khoja, two of the Dadlthwalfs
eflieials. On reaching Al~:rohat on the second day’s march we were nest by
Khal Maliomed Punjsudhashee, the Military G‘rovernor of Yangi Ilissar, with. an
escort of C-ava.lr,_v, whom the Atalik had sent to meet and conduct us to Kash-
gar. At Yangi Hissar, the third da-_v’sn'1areh, we were most coulfort-ahl.'v lodged
in quarters p1'epa1'ed for us in a garden outside the town. Here we halted for
two dajvs, meeting with the greatest attention from the authorities, the fiPunj-
sudhashce and his soldiers waiting upon us in person. . ,

iOn the 3rd ])eeen1her we_-res'umed_our march and next day arrived at our
destination. At Karasu, about three "miles from the fort of Yangi Shulir, we
were met bv Mirna Ahmed liooshhegi, one of the hightest olficials at the At-alik’s
Court, a.nd were escorted lay him to our quarters in the new “ Elclii Klittr;-at’ or
Embassy which has been huilt purposely for our accommodation just outside
the gate of the Fort. L 1

The buildings cover a large space of ground and contain suites of rooms
for the ollicers of the Embassy, with separate courts and rooms for our followers,
excellent stahling for 50 horses, and a court-yard for our mules and baggage
animals. The whole arrangements in this Embassy huilding are admirahl-_e and
bear ample testimony to the desire of the Ruler of this country to give a
hearty welcome to the British Mission.

Soon after our arrival, Toora-,Thrar Khan, the Vakeel of the At-alik, who
came to India in 1872, called to present the Ata1ik’s compliments and to
request that we would at once proceed to be introduced to His Highness
without waiting for a formal reception. Ac-oordingly we rode inside the fort,
and, dismountiug at the palace gate, passed through three Courts to the private
apartment of the Atalik. .-

Guards of soldiers were ranged round the sides of the two outer Courts
and on the outside of the gate : in the third Court not a soul was visible. -

Thrar Khan went inside and then returning requested me to enter alone.
I was received liy His I-lighness standing, who gave me a warm shake lJ'y the
hand, and aft-or the usual coiupliments asked after the health of ller llilajesty
and of llis 1Encellr:t11o._v the Vie-r.sn-o_v. llc then seated me on the carpet heside
himself and questioned mo as to my treatment by, his ollicials on the tread.
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
