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A salute of lb guns was lired as I It-ooh my scat. after a few iuiinutes’ con-
versation he called in the ollicers of the lllission one by one, and shook hands
with them, requesting them to he seated by my side.

“I” here was -a little conversai:-ion., after which the usual Dasta: Khwan of
tea, fruit, bread, it-c., was spread, au.d when this was removed the ilr_.t-ttllli said:
“ You are most welcome,” this being accompanied with a. sign that the interview
was over we rose and tool; our departure, being escorted bacl-1 to ; our horses
by :1ll11'a1' Khan. Aye-;l Maliomcd Pu11_js1.u:lbashce accompanied; us to the
Embassy. '_

' It was arranged that the letters from I-Ier Majesty and from His Excellency
the Viceroy should be delivered on Tlnlrsday, the 11th ])ecember, and previous
to this Syud 'Yakoob lihan called to inforljn me that his master had assumed
the title of Amcer, and had exchanged that of Beg for Khan; so that hence-
for ward he will be addressed as llmeer Yalroob Khan. The name of the
Sultan will be used in the Khubba (public prayers], and coins will be struck
henceforth with the name of Amccr Yakoob Khan on the face, and with that
of the Sultan on the reverse. .

To-day, the 11th December, I have had the honor of delivering the letters
with the presents, those accompanying Her l\Iajesty’s letter being given apart
from those ofl"ered on behalf of His Excellency the Viceroy. The ceremony
was conducted with all due regard to the importance of the occasion on our
part, and the rlmeer showed his sense of the honor conferred ion him by
bestowing greater care on the mode of our reception, than at our first visit.

Yl-Il.1cn delivering the letters I expressed, in a few words, the pleasure which
the news of Ilis Ilighness’ prosperity had given to Her bglajesty and llis Ex-
cellency the Viceroy, and I congratulated him in their names on the success
which had attended Syud Yakoob Khan’s mission to Consta-nt.inopi.e.

In return the Ameer with great warrnth gave expression to his feelings of
gratitude to Her Majeslay for the notice thus bestowed onhim, and he dwelt
with emphasis on the very valuable assistance rendered to his negotiations at
Constantinople by the British Goverrunent. ' - =

I-Ie also alluded to the .facilitics afforded to traders between Iiliudoostan
and his country and expressed his desire to co-operate with Llis Excellency in-
introducing further improvements. _ ; 1"

Having thus opened the door for the discussion of commercial matters,
I trust that ere long I shall have an opportunity of submitting the proposed
Treaty for His llighness’ approval. -
