Mr, Lemmon
appealsd to the New York Supreme Court, which
affirmod the judgment of the court below. He
then gave up the contest, but it was take up
by the State of Virginia, which has carried 1t to
the Court of Appeals, where the Virginia side
of the question wns lust woek argued by Mr.
