Museum, Lahore, for the year 1934-35, 

Sr, 

I am directed by the Punjab Government (Ministry of 
Education) to acknowledge the receipf of your letter No. 983, 
dated the Ist July, 1935, forwarding your report on the working 
of the Central Museum for the year 1934-35 and to convey the 
following observations of the Government thereon:— 

2. It is gratifying to note that whereas there was in 
Visitor 1933-34 a drop of 10,189 from 258,055 to 
tg 247,866 in the number of visitors, the year 

under review has witnessed a rise of 18,833 from 247,866 to 
266,699 and this despite the continuance of the levy of an 
admission fee of one anna per head. The attendance on the 
Zenana days, however, is not very encouraging. The figures 
show a slight increase of 11, from 7,198 to 7,209, but in view 
of the fact that an extra “ Zenana day’ was arranged this 
year in connection with the Annual Exhibition of the Punjab 
Fine Art Society, the average daily attendance has actually 
dropped from 600 last year to 555 during the year under 
review. The number of students who Visited the Museum was 
701 or 38 less than the last year. 

8. The programme of educational work included fifteen 
lectures of which thirteen were actually deliver-

Eanentioen cade ed to an audience numbering 190 on an average. 
It-is encouraging to note t ites tade.lecturers were forth- 
coming and the “ Zenan surecess.

By the sudden and untimely death of Mr. Chiranjiva of 
the Panjab Text-Book Committee, the Lantern Lectures Sub- 
Committee losea the services of a very efficient lecturer.

I Took over charge from Dr. K. N. Sita Ram on the 1st of 
August, 1934, when he proceeded on leave to Europe, 

1. A meeting of the Museum Development Committee was

ment Committe suggestion of the Chairman it was unavimously 

decided ta 1ny ite Mr. A, Latifi, C.1.E., QO. B.E., 

I.C.8., Financial Commissioner and Secretary to Government, 
Punjab, Revenue Department, fo join the Committee. 

The Committee decided that the present. system of sdmis- 
sion fee to the Museum should be continued and that Govern- 
ment should be requested to make the appointment of the ticket 
seller permanent as proposed last year, | 

The Committee went through the question of the equip- 
ment of the new picture gallery. It was the unanimous opinion 
of the Oommi'tee that the new picture gallery should be pro- 
perly equipped as soon as possible in order to remove the con- 
gestion in the other galleries and re-arrange all the other 
galleries on better and improved lines. It was estimated. that 
the show cases and other fittings in the new gallery would cost 
from Ks. 15,000 to Rs, 18,000, The Committee thought that on 
account of general financial stringency it might not be possible 
‘to obtain sucli a large amount in one year, and it therefore decided 
that Government should be requested t: sanction Re. 6,000 
per year til! the work of the picture gallery was finished. This 
would mean that the gallery will be fully equippad in a little 
more than three years instead of in one year aa previously ‘pro- 
posed. The Committee hoped that the claims of the Museum 
would be entertained by Government taking into consideration 
the fact that during the last three years the Museum contribat- 
ed about Ke. 24,000 towards Goverament revenue. 

The Committee inspected all the differant Balericn and ap- 
proved of the system of re-arrangement of exhibits in the Bronze 
and Mixed eculpture galleries, It was of the opinion that 
there was enough room for improvement in almost all tho othr 
galleries and that the re-arrangem+nt of these gallerias slo id Le 
taken in hand as soon as practicable, aa 
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The Chairman also proposed that when space was available 
4 small section for temporary exhibitions should be organized in 
the central gallery where different types of selected exhibits 
sbould be placed from time to time and short informative notes 
about them should be published in the news-papers for the infor- 
mation of the public. 

The Committee desired that small illustrated brochures. 
of different sections and illustrations of a number of interesting 
exhibits from different collections should be published with a 
view to attract the notice of the public about the yalue and im- 
portance of the collections in the Museum. 

2, The total number of visitors during the year was 
Visitors. 266,699 as against 247,866 of the previous 

year. The daily average attendance was 758 as 
compared to 704 of the previous year.

The thanks of the Committee are due to the lecturers, particular 
ly to Mrs. Sita Ram Kohli and Miss Kamala Sahgal, for 
delivering lectures to ladies, Owing to the sudden death of 
Mr. Chiranjiva . of. the Punjab Text-Book Committee, the 
Educational films fixed for 9th January, 1935, were shown by 
Lala Ghansham Das of the Central Traini College, whose 
services Were kindly lent by Mr. J. E. Parkinson. In Mr, 
Chiranjiva’s untimely death the Lantern Lecture Sub-Committee 
loses the services of a very efficient lecturer who used to take a 
keen interest in the educational work of the Museum. 

The average attendance at these lectures was 190 and 
the total amount of gate money for the two film lectures was 
Rs. 50-12-0 as against Rs. 30-14-0 of the last year. Fifty-five 
lantern sets were lent to thirty-three borrowers and seven new 
sets were prepared for the lectures arranged during the year. 
- 49. The total attendance during the year was 701 as 

against 739 of the previous year. A number 
Senne of Boy Scouts from several vistricts and students 
from the Mayo School of Arts and from local collezes mainly 
comprized the visitors on Students Day. It is a matter ‘of 
regret that the student population of Lahore takes very little 
interest in the Museum which has yery valuable collections of 
historical and cultural interest. 

8. The re Annual pe of the Punjab: Fine 
. Arts Society was held in the new icture galle Exhibition. from 26th February, to 13th March, {935° Tho total number of exhibits in the Exhibition was 377 and the average number of visitors per day was twenty, By holding 
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these exhibitions the Society is trying to create an esthetic 
and cultural interest in the province but unfortunately there is 
not yet enovgh appreciation for them mainly due to the lack 
of interest amongst the students and educationalists, who do 
not realize the educational value of these exhibitions.

Brahmanical and one Jain sculpture from the Rohtak District, 
ten terra-cotta heads and four terra-cotta tiles. The terra-cotta 
heads, which are supposed to have come ‘from the Jammu 
District, are of considerable interest as they come from a dis- 
trict about which little is known from the archwological point of 
view. These relics probably belong to the first century A. D. or 
later. The heads, most of which are in a perfect state of 
preservation, represent various types which are of great interest 
from the historical point of view. The character of the modelling 
of these heads has a peculiar mannerism which is not found in 
either sculptures or stucco works of the same pericd. It ap- 
years that these relics formed a part of mural decorations’ in a 
sanctuary dedicated to Buddhism and that they are works of 
Greek modellers (Plate 1). 

The four terra-cotta tiles are also very weleome additions. 
They are probably from Kashmir and they resemble the Harven 
tiles. Two of these have seven heads in profile at the top, two 
nude figures in the centre and three geese at the bottom and of 
the two other tiles one has a figure of a deer and the other has 
two fighting cocks, The bas relief in ali these tiles is very 
low (Plate IT). )

A most remarkable hoard, perhaps one of the higwest on 
record, was discovered at Kasur when 783 gold coins of Akhar 
aod Shah Jahan (Plate III) were acquired undor the Treasure 
Trove Act by tha Punjab Government about which and other 
finds Khan Bahadur Maulvi Zafar Hasan, Deputy Birector- 
General of Archmology in India has sent the following report :— 

The silver Coins discovered in the Mathiana Tibba, Tehsil 
Rupar, Distriet Ambala, as well asin Jhattanwali village, Dis- 
trict Gujranwala, and noted in the report for the year 1933-34, 
were duly disposed of. 

During the year under review only one find was raported 
to me and that related to the discovery of 783 gold mohura at 
Kasur, District Lahore. These coins were discovered in Sep- 
tember, 1933, and their discovery was brought to my notice 
hy ancte which appeared in the Ciril and Military Gazette, 
dated the Tih February,1931. The Deputy Commissioner, 
Lahore, from whom IT made an enquiry confirmed the press 
report, but it was not until the 20th December, 1984, that the 
eoins were recerved by me for disposal, 

Regarding this find the Deputy Commissioner, Lahore, 
reported that in September, 1933, certain labourers, employed 
by the Zenana Bible Medical Mission School in the same town, 
found in the course of their work a pitcher containing a hoard 
of gold coins which they divided among themselves without 
informing any body. In January 1434, Ohaudhri Mohammad 
Se pees Inspector of Police, happened to hear shout the matter, 
and thanks to his prompt and zealous action 783 gold molure 
representing the major portion of a hoard were recovered from 
several labourers. According to that eflicer 250 mohura were 
sold, bat he suceeeded in recovering a sum of Hs. 4,143 
together with gold and silver oraamenta worth Rs. 580-5-0 on 
aecount of sale-preeeeds of those moburs, Jt is very seldom 
that hoards of gold coins are discovered or are brought to the 
notice of the public, and the loss of 280 mohurs, which might 
have included some rare Ser is much deplored. A 
notification as provided for in Section 6 of the Indian Treasure 
Trove Act, 1878, was duly made by the Deputy Commissioner, 
Lahore, and agit was established that the find was wilfully 
concealed, the hoard was forfeited to Government under section 

- 20 and 21 of that Act. . 

_ The 783 gold mohurs forwarded to me included 288 of 
Akbar and 405 of Shah Jahan. The gold mohurs of Akbar 
belonged to the mints of -Lah Daru-!-Khilafat; Jaunpur ; 
Majipur ; Khitta-i-Kalpi ; Delhi ; Hazrat ; Fathpur and Patna, 
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and 32 of them were mintless or the mint names on them. were 
indistinet. They represented several varieties of types. The 
gold mohurs of Shab Jahan which, although greater in number, 
represented seven mints only, viz., Akbarabad, Ahmedabad, 
Agra, Dari-l-Khilafat, Burhanpur, Lahore and Patnaand one 
coin bearing no mint name. | 

The gold mohurs of Akbar struck at Hajipur and Thitta-i- 
Kalpi deserve special attention. Hajipur which was a Sarkar 
in tle Provinee of Behar, is not represented as a mint town in 
any of the printed Catalogues, and this coin is therefore rare, 
making an addition to the Mughal mint towns. I should, how- 
ever, sfate that the ful] name of. Hajipuris not traceable, but 
in my opinion it cannot be other tian that. The legead borne

Kalpi was a Sirkar in the province of Agra, and it wasa 
mint town of Akbar, but only silver and copper coins of 
that emperor struck in this mint are known to exist, The 
name of the mint of this coin also is not complete. It is 
only “ Khitta’’ which is clearly readable, and this epithet has 
led me to think that the unintelligible and the missing portions 
are {Daruz-zarb) in its beginning and (Kalpi) at its end. The 
full name (Daruz-zarb Khitta-i-Kalpi) is also to’ be found on 
certain copper pieces of Akbar struck in that mint, and I think 
my reading of the minf name as such is not incorrect. The 
whole legend as deciphered by me is as follows :—

SIR, 

I am directed by the Governor of the Punjab to acknowledge 
the receipt of your letter No. 2101/T-1, dated the 7th of June, 
1988, forwarding therewith the report on the working of the 
Central Museum, Lahore, for the year ending 31st March, 1938, 
and to convey ¥ de following observations thereon :— 

In the year 1936-37 the number of visitors to the museum 
cial rose by 11 per cent to 2,79,284, During 
re the year under review the number has gone 

up by 10,228 or by 4 per cent to 2,89,457. The daily average 
attendance has also, in consequence, risen by 84 to 827. This 
gradual annual increase after the abrupt fall in attendance in the 
year 1932-33 is very reassuring. ‘There 1 also an increase of 255 
lady visitors on the Purdah day, the total number of visitors on 
these days | 6,516. It i is rather disappointing, par to 
observe a fall of almost 40 per cent, from 1,284 (in the previous 
year) to 728, in student visitor’ to the museum. No reason for 
this large fall in attendance on the students day has been dis- 
closed in the report, and the Curator should devise means to 
popularise this day am students. It is high time that the 
creat educational ritentialiib of the museum were more vigor- 
ously exploited. 

The museum was visited by several distinguished foreign 
visitors, The members of the iden Historical Records Com- 
mission, and all the Curators who attended the Museum Con- 
ference in Delhi also paid a visit to the museum. 

Seventeen lectures were originally arranged to be delivered 
- ears during the year, but three could not, owing 

to unavoida le ses be delivered, two of 
these being y lectures. [tis rather depressing once again 
to observe ig important ‘educational centre like Labore 

©6494 ,eos as( feo) 
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only three ladies should be available for lectures on t he Ladies 
Day. ‘Two of these, according to the report, could not deliver 
their lectures. An earnest effort should be made to enlist the 
active co-operation of the many highly qualified ladies in Lahore 
who would be able, and probably willing, to deliver lectures on 
Purdah days. Another disquieting feature of these lectures is the 
gradually diminishing attendance;in 1935-36 the average attendance 
was 204 per lecture, in 1936-37, 187 and in the year under review 
157, As suggested last year the Museum Lecture Committee should 
make a better selection of popular lectures for general audiences 
and also make arrangements for special lectures on ancient history 
and architecture, sculpture, numismatics, etc., based on the actual 
exhibits in the museum. Lectures on such subjects would pro- 
bably attract larger audiences. The number of slides issued to 
the public has gone down by 8 to 33. Here again this facility 
does not appear to haye been sufficiently popularised. The list 
of available slides should be sent round to all educational imstitu- 
tions in the’ province and the conditions of loan should also be 
made known to the heads of these institutions. :

During the year under review Dr. C. L. Fabri, arranged the 

greater portion of the Central Asian, Bronzes 
and Islamic Arts Galleries and some portion of the Arts and Crafts Gallery and of the Gandhara gallery. Dr. Fabri was unable to complete, before the expiry of the extended period of his special duty, the onerous work of rearranging and cataloguing and the compilation of a descriptive guide. It is hoped, however, that the completion of this work can now be carried through in the ordinary course of museum activities, 

The Forest section of the museum is being re-organised by an officer of the Forest Department

In reply to your letter No. 98/2593, dated the 15th January, 
i940, I have the honour to inform you that the Naib-Tabsildar, 
Abohar, who has enquired into the matter reports that— 

1. These coins are to be treated as treasure trove. 

2. These are stated to have been discovered from the 
Southern side of the Mud Fort, adjacentto the house 
of one Moda, son of Roshan, caste Tarkhan, in a little 
earthen pot while he was levelling the ground in front 
of his house, aS eneroachment to the Mud Fort. He 
further reports that you have already seen the exact 
spot from where these coins were discovered and that 
a few more coins were also made over to. you on 22nd 
September, 1939, on the spot. 

3. The coins whieh were 150 in number were taken by 
the Naib-Tahsildar, Abohar, on 21st September, 1¥5y, 
and were handed over to you on 22nd September, 
1939, along with the two specimen old bricks. 

4, The person, who had discovered these coins,jhas stated 
that the coins may be treated as Government property.

I AM directed by the Governor of the Punjab to acknowledge the receipt of your letter No. 552/I-I, dated the 22nd September, 1941, submitting therewith the report on the working of the Central Museum, Lahore, for the year ending 31s6 March, 1941, and to convey the following comments thereon :— 

The aggregate number of Visitors to the Museum durine Vienad, the year under review shows a fall of 29,253 : (almost 10°6 per Cent) from 276,586 to 247,333. The average daily attendince is in consequence marked with a decrease of 79 from 758 to 679. This isa rather discouraging fe iture of the report. It is interesting, on the other hand, to note that as a result of persistent Publicity through the press the number of women visitors onthe Zenana day has gone up from 5,079 to 8,137 (an increase of 60 per cent). Another refreshing feature is the interest evinced by college students and their Professors in the various exhibits of the Museum. The number o; student visitors rose from 983 to 2,959. Forty-three groups of post-graduate students from the V rious Universities, our own, Ualcutta, Benares and Cambridge and many distin- guished educationalists and curators of other provinces paid visits to the Museum to study various sections of art, archeology and numismatics.

Iv is very much regretted that Dr. K. N. Sita Ram, M.A., 
Ph. D., who had been the Curator of the Museum for more 

than 12 years, suddenly died on the 15th of September, 
1940. 

A meeting of the Museum Development Committee was

Before proceeding with the agenda of the meeting, the 
Chairman and the members of the Committee passed the 
following condolence resolution expressing their sense of 

sorrow at the unexpected passing away of Dr. K. N. Sita Ram, 
and desired that a copy of the resolution should be forwarded 

to Mrs, Sita Ram. 

“The Chairman and the members of the Museum Develop- 
ment Committee, Central Museum, Lahore, record with great 
regret the sudden and untimely death of Pandit K. N. Sita 
Ram, M.A., Ph.D., Curator, Central Museum, Lahore, on the 
15th September, 1940, and offer their sincere condolence to 
vitae Sita Ram, and other members of the bereaved fami- 
y:

T aM directed lw the Governor of the Punjab to acknowledge the receipt 

of your letler No. 011,/I-1, dated the 11th May 1944, with whieh ha been 

submitted the report on the working of the Central Museom, Lahore, for the 
year ending 31st March 1943, and to convey fhe following comments 

thereon :— | 

Visitors—The total number of visitors during the year under 
review has gove down by 2,289 to 2,091,702 and the average daily 
atiendanee from 698 to 691. The :umber of lady visitors on the Zenana 
day has alsuv decreasad by 1,545 to 5,758. This decline is perhaps due to 
some axtent to the fact that a number of ladies prefer now to Visit the 
Museum io the company of their men relatives. It is satisfactory to note 
that the number of students who visit Musenm for the purpose of study 
and research has increased from 1,045 to 1,170: this figure was as 
high as 2,959 in 1940-41. It is hoped thatthe University and College 
students will evince greater interest in the historical exhibits display- 
ed in the Museum. It is pleasing alao to note that since October 1942, 
the girl students of the University Art Class have been visiting the 
Museum regularly once a week to study and copy the paintings in the 
Picture Gallery. Thia innovation will be-watched with interest. 

a Lantern Lecturys—Sixteen lectures on Art, Arehmology, Architecture, 
Numismatics. etc., were arranged during the winter months of the year, 
Only two of these could not be delivered owing to ijinavoidabla and 

unforeseen circumstances. 

Work done—The Curator undertook and completed during the year 
the work of checking the contents of the Muzeum in all its sections. This 

stock-taking, ag the report indicates, does uol appear ever to have been 

done since the establishment of the Museum.’ This discloses a very 
deplorable state of affaira. It is suggested that suitable action should | 

forthwith be taken on all the suggestions in the Curator’s report and 
that the section registers and other records should be maintained 
properly and checked periodically. Besides this very important and 
useful work, a large number of Gandhara sculptures were provided with 
descriptive labels and many specimens of calligraphy were suitably exhi- 

bited. The exhibits of the Pre-historie gallery have also been put on view 
in show cases. A new section register for coinshas been started and a 
large number of onassigned coins stored in the Museum have been 
examined, classified and recorded in this register.

Report on the Working of the Central Museum, Lahore 
for the year 1942-43 

HAVING taken over the office of Curator on the 28th March 1949, 
Shan Bahadur Maulyi Zafar Hasan, 0.B.0., held the charge of the Central 
Museum, Lahore, throughout the year under report, | 

2. In complianee with aresolution passed by the Maseum Develop- 
Siock-taking ment Committee in their meeting held on 24th March 
7 i#11, the new Onrator undertook the task of checking 

all the contents of the Museum immediately on his assuming charge of his 
duties, and did it by Sections noted below :—

(vt) Art Section containing paintings and specimens of calligraphy.

aod stone objects, (¢) metal objects, and (4) musical instruments, occupying 
the northern portion of the gallery ofthe Applied Arts and Crafta, and

A detailed report on each of the sections was drawn up aud the obser- 
vations made therein were summed Up in a consolidated report, which was laid 
before the Museum Development Committee for their approval on the 25th 
Mareb 1943. The observations are briefly noticed below ;— 

(a) Eristing records—It was discovered that the Musoum records were 
never maittained systematically, and the renewal of the arrangement of the 
galleries from time to time made the matter worse, disturbing the order 
in which the exhibits were recorded in the Section Registers and render- 
ing the latter obsolete. The records consist of an Accession or an Addition 
neeistce and eleven Section Registers. The addition register was opened in 
1867 soon after the Museum was established, but it was not maintained 
properly and consequently offered little help in checking, The stock-taking 
was therefore carried out with the Section Registers, six of which Were pre- 
pared in the year 1899 to 1922, and the remaining fivein the yeora 1932 
and 1935, The last five registers aro the reproduction of the previous Sec. 
tion Registers, and they weré opened on account of the re-arrangem 
of the exhibits executed in those yeara- ane 

~$ 

(b) Cheoking—As required, all the contents of tha Museum—exhibits in 
the galleries, discards stored in the cupboards and godowns and unexhibited 
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objects in stock—were checked with the Section Registers and the printed 
lists and catalogues of the coins. It was noticed that some of the objects 
recorded in the Section Registers, atc., were missing, while there was a large 
number of extra onea which were not entered in any of the registers. ‘This 
Waa particularly the case with coins 4nd Gandhara eeulptures, whose huge 
collections included a large number of duplicates and discarded pietes- 
The discrepancies—shortage of recorled objects and excess of extra ones— 
may be attributed to want of identification. It is to be noted that the See- 
tion Registers have been made complete. The missiog objects have been 
noted therein as such, the extra enes entered and the double entries scored 
out. 

{oe} Compilation of Record—The existing Section Registers represent the 
arrangement of ¢xhibits_in the show cases and the galleries, as it waa at 
the time when they were prepared, That arrangement was distaurbed 
long ago, with the resulf that some of the exhibits were tranaferred from 
one show case and gallery to anotheranda large number of them were 
discarded and stored pellmell in the cupbosrd’ and godowns*. These roegia- 
tera have therefore bec me obsolete and it ia necessary that they should 
be replaced by new Section Registers, with which the physical verification 
may be conveniently done. 

(2) Disearded objects—Heaps of discarded objects, the accamulation of 

years, are lying inthe Museum, stored indiscriminately in cupb»ards and 

godownhs. They -ATe detenoraling ani im pose HO neCcessarily a Tres 

ponsibility on the Museum staff of accounting for them. It is desirable that 

measures should be adopted to dispose them of, and a detailed list of 
them ehonld be prepared. 

(e) Removal of Congestion—Some of the Seotions are overcrowded with 
several specimens of the same Class of objects, with the result that the 
exhibits are not suitably displayed in the showcases and fail to serve their 
educational purpose. To avoid congestionit is desirable that the best 

pieces, tepresenting the various elasse® of objects, should be sélected 
for display and the others be discarded and disposed of. _ 

_f) Re-establishment of Epigraphica! Section—Formerly the inscriptions 
in the Lahore Museum were arranged in the gallery, which is now utilized 
to accommodate the pre-historic antiquities, and the inscriptions have been 
stored in godowns. The importance of epigraphs neods no comment, and 
it is Tecommended that an Epigraphical Gallery should be re-established 
agearly as possible. :

(ii) It was pointed out by the Curator that the Central Museum, 
Lahore, Was extremely poor in the objects representing the Muslim cul- 
ture and civilization in India, and that the name‘ Islamic Arts and 
Crafts in India“ assigned to the gallery recently established was 
misleading. He further recommended the acquisition of such Muslim 
antiquities as specimens of calligraphy and official documents, like 
Fatmans, Nishans, Sanads, Parvyanas, Letters-patents, etc. The Com- 
mittee decided that the Islamic Gallery should eontinue to remain in 
the Museum, but as it embraces the period from lith century to the 
present day, its seope might be modified. The Curator was asked to 
submit # report on that gallery, which he has done, and an action on that 
report will be taken in due cuurse. 

(til) The Curator suggested that in accordance with the practice 
followed by most of the Provincial Museums in India, the -taff in the 
Central Museam, |ahore, might also be allowed a weekly holiday, 
preferably on Sunday, when the Museum opens for half the day 
only.

IT am directed by the Governor of the Punjab to acknowledge reveipt of your 

letter No, 731, dated 7th August 1944, with which has been submitted the report on 
the working of the Central Museum, Lahore, for the year ending lst March 1944, 
and to convey the following observations thereon:— 

Visdors—lIt is o matter for great satisfaction that the fotal number of visitors 
to the museum during the year under review has recorded 4 substantial increase of 
16,385 (from 2,51,742 to 2,658,197) raising the average daily attendance by 124 (from 
$91 to 815). This rise is particularly pleasing in view of the fact that the museum 
remained closed for 46 days during the year on account of the weekly holiday on Tues- 
days, a8 against the usual one day holiday, namely Christmas Day, in previous vears, 
Another striking feature is that the average number of visitors on the days when uw fee 
is charged was 1,01] per day and the income from this source has amounted to Rs. 15,448, 
The number of visitors on the first Monday of each month, reserved for ladies only, 
has also: mereased from 5,756 to 8,012. The oumber of students admitted free to the 

~ mnuseum on Wednesdays for the purpose of study and research shows # slight increase 
of 156 to 1,526. The above statistical record is satisfactory evidence of continued 
and increasing public interest in the museum. A large number of distinguished persons 
from our own province, other provinces, and from foreign countries, and also members 
of His Majesty's and American Forces, paid visits to the museum and were not only 
afforded all possible assistance but were furnished with relevant information on the 
various exhibits on art, archaeology, numismatics, epigraphy, etc, The girl students 
of the Punjab University Art Class, and the students of the Mayo School of Arts, and 
of other privately-managed art ¢lasses and schools, have continued to com» to 
the Museum to study and copy paintings and other objects of interest. Suitable 
facilities have always been provided to them for this purpose. 

Lantern Leotwres—Fifteen lectures on art, arehacology, architecture, painting, 
travel, and pre-historic eivilzalion, were arranged daring the winter months and of 
these only one had to be abandoned owing to unavoidable circumstances. 

Work done—A large number of paintings and insoriptions has been exhibited 
in the New Picture Gallery. The pre-historic section has bean regrouped. All Par- 
dian aod Arabic inscriptions and manuseripts have been put together in one place to 
facilitate study. Most of the coins in the maseum have been checked andw separate 
cabinet has been reserved for the Persian coins. All oil paintings have been saitubly 
treated for blisters and deteriorations. To minimise humidity in show-cuses, a choap 
liygresoopio substance hus been kept in small cans, The Curator delivered 5 lovtares, 
and one of the Gallery assistants 9, in the different colleges of Tahore. A meeting of the 
Museum Development Committee was held at the close of the year and valoable 
jecisions were taken for making the museum more attractive to the public, It js 
earnestly hoped that improvements will result when suitable action on these is taken

Acquisitions—lIt is disappointing to note that nothing was-donated to the Mu- 
<eum by the general publie, nor could anything be purchased owing to paucity of funds. 
Five terracotta objects were presented by the Punjab Government, and 41 coins (26 
silver and 15 copper) were Sree balk by the Government of the U.P.,C.P., and Bom- 
bay. 

Sale of Guides, photographs, etc—Twenty-three photographs, 110 copies (74 in 
English and 86 in Urdu) of Budha story in stone, 5 eopies of the catalogue of 
paintings, 5 sets picture of post-cards, and 36 coins (20 silver and 16 billon) were sold. 

Library and Building—Thirty-one books have been aoquired for the Museum 
library. No structural additions and alterations were madé to the building. 

Finance—The amount of Government grant for the year was Re. 22,500 a5 
against Re. 25,920 during 1842-45 and the expenditure ineurred amounted to 
Re. 21,780-5-7. The total revenue eredited to the Government from the various heads 
of income bas incressed by Re. 2,407 to Rs, 16,178. 

Curator—Khan Bahadur Maulvi Zafar Hassan held charge of the museum 
up to 15th May 1948 when, on his resignation, Mian Mohammad Hussain, Principal, 
Mayo School of Arts, was appointed part-time Curator till 28th November 1943, Mr. 
M. L. Chaudhari took over on the 20th of November and continued os temporary 
whole-time Curator up to the end of the year under report.

Report on the Working of the Central Museum, Lahore, 
for the year 1943-44 

1. During the year under report Khan Bahadur Maulvi Zafar Hassan having 
resigned was relieved on the 15th May, 1943, by Mian Mohammad Hussain, Principal, 
Mayo School of Arts, who acted as part-time Curator till the 29th of November, 1943. 
Mr. Muhammad Ismail Chaudhri took over charge on the 29th November, 1945. and 
continued as whole-time Curator to the end of the financial year. 

2. A meeting of the Museum Development Committee was held under the 
Chairmanship of Mr. W. H. F. Armstrong, Director of Public 
Instruction, Punjab, on the 30th March, 1944. The business 
transacted is summaried below :— 

(a) The minutes of the last meeting were confirmed and the Curator’s note 
on the action taken thereon approved. 

(b) It was considered necessary thst the Islamic Gallery which is poor should 
be improved and made representative by filling in gaps whenever 
possible. o 

(c) A special effort should be made to acquire Muslim inscriptions of which 
the Museum has only a few, in number. 

(d) It was suggested that the Deputy Commissioners of the Districts should 
be approached through Government to help the Museum in acquiring 
antiquities, sculptures, inscriptions, ete. 

(e) The household and surgical instruments may not be exhibited in the 
_ Tslamie Gallery but_kept in a Miscellaneous or Ethnologieal Section. 

(f) The Museum coin collection should be made more useful by preparation 
of catalogues on the lines of the British Museum, London and Indian 
Museum, Caleutta. The Curator will take up the “* Catalogue of the 
Coins of the Sultans of Delhi.” 

(9) The Committee appreciated the educational work done by the Museum 
staff which gave lectures and talks to the students of the local colleges 
and especially to those of the Central Training College, Lahore, pre- 
sent students of which are no doubt future teachers. 

‘(k) As the Museum Development Committee meets generally once a year 
it was decided that those members of the Committee, whose help is 
available may be consulted as and when necessary. 

(i) On a statement being made that the Museum is poor in its pre-historic 
section the members were told that efforts were being made to enrich 
the Museum in the antiquities of the Indus Valley Civilisation. 

(j) The Committee members were informed by the Chairman that the mem- 
bers of the Persian Mission were highly pleased to see the Museum. 

3. ‘The total number of visitors was 268,127 as compared with 251,742 in the 
previous year, the daily average attendance being $15 as 

Visitors. against 691 of 1942-43. This shows an increase of 

16,385 visitors in spite of the fact that the Museum remain- 

ed closed to the public for 36 days on account of weekly holidays on Tuesdays 

with effect from 27th July, 1948, instead of only one day, viz., 25th Decem- 

ber on account of Christmas Day in the previous years. The highest attendance 

was recorded on 30th October, 1943, when 3,083 visitors passed through 

the turnstile. The average attendance of visitors to the Museum on the days when a

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fee is charged was about 1,011 per day. This is a very satisfactory number even when compared with that of some niuseunis which charge no fees from visitors.

__ The Honorary Numismatist to the Government of the Punjab for Muslim coins, Maulvi Shamsud-Din Ahmad, Assistant Superintendent, Archeological Survey, re- ports as under :— 
“A hoard of 151 aneient silver coins was reported during the year, by the Deputy Commissioner of Ambala to have been discovered at village Kanri Kalan, Police Station Chappar, in the Tahsil Jagadhri. The 

treasure was found buried under the foundation of an ancient temple of the village and recovered under unknown circumstances by nine 
persons. No further detail relating to its discovery has hitherto been 
communicated to me. 

The hoard does not contain any specimen of exceptional interest and repre- 
Sents one coin of Ahmed Shah, Emperor of Delhi, one of an Indian 
State and the rest of the Hast India Company, issued in the name 
Shah Alam HI, the last Mughal Emperor of India from the mint of Harrnkhabad. The find is recommended for acquisition by Govern- 
ment and the Deputy Commissioner concerned has already gone through the preliminaries to effect this. The disposal of the find has 
been kept in abeyance till the final stage of its acquisition is arrived 
at. 

On the retirement of Khan Bahadur Maulvi Zafar Hasan in May, 1948, the 
office of the Honorary Numismatist to Government Punjab for 
examining Muslim coins of antiquarian interest was offered to me 
aia and have been functioning since the beginning of Z une, 24 mht 
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The report of the Honorary Numismatist to the Goyernment of the Punjab, 
for Hindu and Buddhist coins, Rao Bahadur K. N. Dikshit, retired Director-General 
of Archgology in India is as follows :—* that no finds of Hindu or Buddhist coins from 
the Punjab were reported during the year 1943-44. | 

10. The conduet of the public on the whole was satisfactory in the year under

11. The New Picture Gallery which remained vacant since its construction mm 
1928 was utilized for the exhibition of some paintings and 

‘ inscriptions lying in the godown. This work was done by 
Mian (now Khan Sahib) Mohammad Hussain most economically. The Gallery was 
opened by the Hon’ble Mian Abdul Haye. 

The Pre-historic section was re-arranged and minor changes made therem to 

display objects with greatest advantage. Plaster casts were labelled as such and 
exhibited in Central show-cases. 

The Picture Galleries were slightly re-arranged to collect in one place all the 
Persian, Indo-Persian Paintings to facilitate their study. 

All Persian and Arabic inscriptions have been kept in one place. The epigraph 
No. 1—129 (though registered as Tibetan) being in Arabie was removed from the 
Tibetan and Sanskrit inscriptions and fragments of another were taken out of the 
godown. They have been exhibited along with Arabic and Persian inscriptions. One 
‘an now see and study Kufic, Naskh and Nastaliq scripts in the Museum. Palaeo- 
graphically inscriptions No. 1—129 is a great discovery for Kufic inscriptions are very 
few in India and there was supposed to be none in the Museum. A careful study of 
the inscriptions on the Bhangion Ki Tope or Zamzama Gun, known also as “Kim’s 
‘Gun proved that the favourite title assumed by Ahmed Shah Abdali was Durri- 
Durran, which has been corroborated by numismatic evidence. 

As the show-cases are not damp and dust proof some objects were attacked 
by climati: and entomic actions. As dessicators are costly and funds low, cheap 

hygroseopie substance has been kept in a box to minimise humidity in a case where 
some papier-mache objects are kept. Some oil paintings were showing blisters and 
deterioration. All oil paintings have been treated during the year under report. 

_ Most of the coins in the Museum were checked again during the year and some 
-coins Of the Sultans of Delhi were re-arranged, A separate cabinet was prepared 
for the Persian coins which were picked ap from various trays. It may be mentioned 
that some coins are rare and even unique and will have to be brought to the notice of 
the numismatie world and students of history. | 

Arabic and Persian manuseripts were separated from the Sanskrit and allied 
manuscripts. They were exhibited separately for study and reference. 

The work on coins register was continued and new registers for Gandhara Section 
-and Library were opened during the year. A preliminary survey of the coims was 
made with a view to make catalogues of those coins for which no catalogue has been 
prepared so far in the Museum. 

The most erying need of the Central Museum, Lahore is a cheap inexpensive 
popular guide to which attention was invited by Messrs.. Markham and Hargreaves in 
1935 and the necessity recognised by the Chairman of the Museum Development 
‘Committee. A short guide entitled “ What to see in the Central Museum, Lahore ™ 
was undertaken and almost finished. 

Descriptive labels both generic and specific were provided in the Pre-historic, 
!pigraphical and Coin Sections. Each specimen of the Persian coin collection was 

fully described in a slip kept below it.
