Tlis untoward eyent eannot, I believe, be smid
to Le attributable to any fault of the present
Thilugddr, and Ins anviety to place this work
m my hands shows be was alive to the value
of finly hibrarics, which are now growing very
rare I take tlus opportumty of thanhmng lim
forslns hindness 1 giving me this work  The
author, Abu Tulib, gives n the body of the
work (rp 13 seq ) an account of lus famly
and of lns antccedents prior to lus arnvaln
search of an ofhcil earcer in Qudh  The
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general narrative of the book 1s based on the
1 nowledge of affarrs which he acquired through
lus official connection with the Nawadb Wazmr
and the East India Company’s agents in Oudh
He gives = detailed history of Ius personal
services and adventures ag a revenue official
under Hudar Beg Khdn ; Ius experience as 2
subordinate of Colonel Hannay, who farmed
the vountry hnown as Sarwdr, and of lns con-
nection with Mr Johnson and others as a
manager of the confiscated jdgirs of the Begams
of Qudh Lattle s, therefore, left to be gathered
of hus life up to the time he removed to Caleutta,
wiich was not long before he wrote lus record
He does not seem to have returned to Oudh
On the 7th Tebruary, 1799, A D, he suled
from Caleuits, .and went round the Capo to
Europe He wisited Ireland, England, Trance,
Turkey and other Luropean States, returning
vie Basrah to Bombay, and ke went through
to Caleuttn, where he arrived on the 14th
August, 1803 He has left a well written
nccount of s travels, Masir1 Tdlb, now
difhicult to procure  His ultimate fate 13 not
1nown .
The cluef value of this record 1s that itis
a contemporaneous hustory, and the author was
tunately aequainted with a1l the affairs about
which hie wrote, and was, 1adeed, a prineipal

actor in most of them. Ie isfearlessin his dis.
closures, add, if he is scathing in the denuncia-
tion of the Nawdb Wazir and his ministers, he
is certainly warm in the defeace of his patrons
when ho considers them unjustly attacked, Of
his honesty I have,no doubt. The book is so
well arranged and concisely written that there
is fortunately no nced of n summary lere:
and tho reader will atonce, as he reads, be able
to' observe and note the bearing of each part
of the chronicle on many questions still open
to discussion eonnccted with the beginning of
British interference in Oudh affairs.

INTRODUCTORY

Ir must be remembered that, at the timo of the
~death of the late hanéib, Shujs ud Daulab, there were
three sons oE tus of full age, who enjoyed a recognized
po%tfuu in'the public eye  The eldest of these was
Mirza "Améor Asafu'd Dialddl, born of the dawab
Pegam, who had been declired herr= apparent during
s father’s hfehime, and had Beld a separato sarlh
Ithe Ins father The mantgement of that sarddr and
the correspondence botween father and son had been
entrusted to Saiyad Murtaza Khin, Taba Tabhi, who
eventnally became Mulbtarnd Daulab. Tius Mulb-
tarw’d Daulah was one of the old retrmers of the
Nawab Wazir's family, and 2 vephew of Nawab Mus-
infa Khan, one of the nobles of Wilvyat, who enugrafed
to Ifndustra-and obtuned bigh <ppomtments i tho
ympenal service, soma from Mulimmad Shib, and

somo from Safdar Jang, his nub
Another son of the Inte Nanab Wazie was Mirza
Ba'adat Al who, at the ime of hus father's death, was

s
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employed with about 20,000 horse and foot in the pro-
vmce of Bareh, which liad been wrested a few months
previously from the hands of the Rubelas. The control
of political and mulitary affairs 1o that quarter was
vested 1n Muhammad Bashir Khan, an Abyssinianslave,
and the trmming and education of the prince was en-
trusted to Tafazzal Husen Khén. 1t may be briefly
noted regarding the latter, that Lahanr was s birth-
place and that of s father, and s grandfather, Karm-
vllab Khén, was for some time agent at the Delhi
Court for Muowl Mulk, the Bubahdér of Labaur.
After the reverses at Lahwur, Tafazeul Husen Khén
came at the close of the days of the late Nawab Wazir
to the Subah of Oudh, and attached himself to the
{ortunes of the Nawéb's family.
., A third son was Mirza Jangah, who was honorable,
brave, patient, and dignified. He was at tiis pefiod
~with lus eldest brother,

Uader the late Nayﬁb.Wazir, ihe appointment of
Nith was inally heid by BMuh d Iray Khin, »
m 1w of the meanest estraction. He had no real power.
His first elevation was to the appointment of dirogha
of the cantonment bazir, and from this be rose to the
position of Naib, It should here be moted that from
the time of Safdar Jang up to the present, the agents
of the Nawab Wazir's family have always been men of
low ongin, with the sole exception of Mnkhhim d
Daulah, who was of noble extraction.

Biirat Sing and his son-1n-law, R&ja Jagannath, wero

intendents of the ts of revenue collectors.
Thls Strat Sing was an experienced and trustworthy
man, one of the old servants of this family, He had
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been Roja Mahdnaravan’s itlaq navis, and was of lus
caste. THo Jast named Rijja was the Dinan of the late
Nawhb Wazir and eventually Niub-1-Mulk, and the
famous Bem Bahadar was saralu-bardfic of this Mak4-
pariiyan, and Mahanardyan was son of Ramnarayan,
and he and his brother Partib Sing were dewans of
Safdar Jang  They were the sons of Atma Ram Khatr,
the Dfwéa of Burhaon'l-Mulk. In those days no offi-
cinls except these conldbo credited for trustworthinesy
and honesty. The Nawib’s mlitary regulations and the
ordering of the escort on oceasions of public appearance
were 1z the hands of Mubammad DBashir Kbén, who
was & kind of second Naib like Mahammad Iraj Kban,
for some servanis were entertained by him and some
by Mubammad Iry) Khan, and some by neither of them
bince the fate Nawfib used to discharge all business
personally, these Naibs were men of no influence

The charge of the treasury and the passing of the

Bandah Al Khan, Ibratum Al Khén and Ashraf

now, are sons of the paternal uncles of Kalb Al Khan,
and besides these thare e two or threo hundred per-
sons of smll note 1n Luchnow, descendants and rela~
tives of Kalb Al Khan  Mubammad Ibrabfm Khan,
an officer of the empire and a friend of Burhanu'l-
Bull’s from the beginning of Ius career, 2 man of very
Ingh station and of good reputation 12 Lucknow, was
a paternal uncle of Hasan Raza Khan, and was rused
to the position of Kotnéil of Lucknow and custodian of
the harum swa aud privite ireasury of Burbdnu'l-
Mulk and Safdar Jang. But Hasan Raza Kban did not
presume on this close connettion with the late Nawib
Wazr, but preferred to serve Iike an inferior, and thus
seenred a place 1n Ing affections  Intelligent hie 13 and
respected, shilled 10 many military arts and 1a the dis-
cipline of soldiers, endowed with resolution, endurance
and digmity ; but he 1s notoriously sunple, easy-gotng,
and parsimonious  Who 13 there who 1a not nchined
to bo lazy anless thero be a whip to dnive lum?  But
parsimony springs from confirmed habits of economy.
A'mong the revenue offieinls the two Goshans, and
Nauroz Al Kbén and Mubammad Nasie Khin, an
Abyssiman <ave, were the mpst promment. The two
Gosbains maintamed about 20,000 horse and foot,
nigahs and others, and adimistered the Dufb from
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Korah to Anupshahr  Nauroz Al Khan, with 7,000
or 8,000 -vell hopt horse and foot, wns employed 1a re-
pressing the refractory in Sulténpur, Partabgarh, Ak-
barpur and Allahabid ~ Muhammad Nasir Khan Hab-
sy, wi.h 5,000 or 6,000 good horsemen and 1ofantryy
was stattoned for the pumst t of the rebell
Rajas of Sarwhr, as the country between the Ghagra
and the Inlls was called  Of these, Nanrvz Al Khan
was a protége of this family and of Mughal extracuon,
and the two Goshains are chelas of Indargir Goshan,
who had exerted limself 1n the service of Safdar Jang
1n the war with Ahmad Khén Bangash and *Tmad’al
Mulk, and had thereby established claims on Ius pat
ronage

Almﬂs Al: Khan and Hadar Beg Khién also held

sands of thus class employea n the Government ser-

vice

The late Nawab was an exceedingly skilful and
wide awake governor  For instance, take the case of
the dml of Kharrabad, who, on aceount of the strength
of Ins residence and the power of the zamindérs, made
some 1mproper request which annoyed the Nawib
The latter ordered seven Kayaths, who lived by letter
writing, to be brought from the bazar  He gave each
of them one mahal of Khairabad, and digmssed Shem
He appointed Parshfid Sing Kumedan with three regi-
ments to support them, and pumsh any one who might
not sabmt to thets, and forwarding them 1nstructions
by letters, he hept them employed for some years in
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the administration of that district, and by their means
tho resnlt was prosperity, economy in expenditure, a
sarplus of revenue, and all other tokens of n good
administration,
One of the military commandants was Saiyad
Jamiilu’d Din Khin Tarani, a man endowed with all
qualities of a commander, who had 2,000 Maghal caval-
ry, good soldiers, well mounted. Another was Mur-
taza Khén Barij, the son of the well-known Mustafa
Khén, who was employed at the head of a similar con-
tingent of well-mounted cavalry. Qisim Khin Mandal
and other Afghfin officers, to the number of four or six
thousand, looked up to him as their leader and formed,
s it were, one brigade. Jamshed Beg and Khwéja
Ni‘matollah commanded 2,000 Turk sawfrs with
good horses and appointments, trained after the Eng-
‘lishstyle, This Jamshed Beg was of the stock of the
Jht zamfndérs, and in his boyhood fell into my father’s
hands and was brought up ('tnrefully’.xmung his slaves,
but being discontented with my father’s service, he
went to Kqf Tabir, a friend of my father’s in the ser-
vice of the East Tndia Company, and remained with
him for soms months and Jearoed the drill of the Turk
sawdrs. After Agh Tihir's and my father’s death and
the disbanding of the Turk sawérs by order of Council,
bo entered the servics of the late Nawdb, and at his
request treined these 2,000 Turk sawirs. He wasa
worthy commander. 'Thero were three other divisions
(kampti) of firelockmen. The command of most of
theso lay with Basant, and the rest had commanders of
repute and respectability. There was also Mir Abmad,
commander of the Najib battalions, which nembered
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about six or seven thouswnd horse  They were com-
posed of rehable men with substantial medas and well
armed, becavse Mir Ahmad, who was their tramer and
drew up for them regulations of military disciphing and
exercises, had broughbt together only men of good
family, and arming them with mateblocks, drilled them
and traned them in various manwuvres and p1 ietices,
according to the duties imposed on Eoghsh reziments
1n those dnys, and they could handle cannon and mus-
Tets rapidly and effectively  Other officers, such as
Shukh Thsan and Balv Rao Marhata, nnd others hike
them, there were many, whom there 13 mo special
1cason to mention The officiils of the late Nawnb
were nof wanting 1 shill, despatch, and efficiency
the discharge of their duties, as wll hereafter be seen.
In a short time this whole eircle of officiils was brohen
up, and oning to the intrigues of self-seekers, men fit
to fill their places were as ympossible to find as thongh
there bnd been a Tamive of men 1m the Subah.
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Now I begin the narration of this history The
death of the late Nandb occurred on the last day of
the month of Ziq'da 1188 A H , whrch was one montlh
before the beginmng of the yewr 1189 AH  On that
day a calamity overtook the residents of Faizabsd, and
there wqs no one, Luropean or native, small or great,
who was not affected with grief They had not fimshed
the funcral obsequies of the decensed, when the heir-
apparent began to think of s accession, and sum
moming Salar Jang and Dhirza Ali Kbén and other
nobles from tho funeral tran, prepared to take his
seat on the ruler’s masnad  All represented to Inm
that, as by the grace of God thero was no rival to hus
claims, and Ins servants and relatives, being aware of
the friendliness of the Engl.xsh,.wom all ready to yreld
him allegiance, 1t would be better 1f he did not ex-
tubit 1mpatienco, snd the Eoglish officials, among
whom were Colonel Collus awd Mr Conway, con
sidered 1t advisablo to wut , yet ho did not heed them,
but showed the greater haste, so that all had to yield
to lng wishes At the samo time he nominated Bir
3Martaza Khan s Nfub, with full powers, and created
him & Haft-hazérs and S4hib-1 naubat, and appointed
Jhad Ial, a native of Faizébd, o man of low estric-
tion, his household steward, to offictate for Muham-
mad Bashfr Eban, gave him 2 fino troop of cavalry
and anfantry, and employed him 1 several capacities
ag his private servant  And ho honoured several com

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mon soldiers, who bad been lus orderlies, with thy wu.
of Réja and gave them the cqmmand of troops and
loaded them with gifts, although they wera not really
deserving of such notice  He gave to Tabsin Al
Khéin, Ins Khwna Sarh the post of Niair Khén
shman and many other suckoffices  Seetng thus, tho
truo friends of the late Nawéb despaired of tho future
and grew apprehensive on their own aecount

Tirst of 2ll Muobammad Iray on pretence of obtain-
g a sanad from the Dmperor, went off to Shehjahan
#b4d, and after lns arnval there, delayed the purpose of
Tus visit and began to prosecute Ins own acquaintance
with Zulfigar ud Daglah, with the result that after »
hittle timo he was appointed by lm Néub of the Subah
of Akbarébid, and Asafud Daulsh rechoned lus de
parture a gun and took no notice of bis conduct  As
1 Taizabad he was near hus grandmother, who disap-

ttme, the beginming of the year 1189 A H, Alirze
8z'adat Al also came to Lucknow. The reason of this

My father died a year after my armval 12 Murs-
hadabad  Then Zamu'l Abdin and I spent five years
honorably i Muzaffar J:mn s suite m Bengal, unhil
Mukhtare’d Daatih mduced me to return to Luck-

At this tyme Mr John Bristow ashed Blubhtdra’d
Daulah to give Benares to the Company as jagir
Muokbtarn’d Daulab, on the condition of receving sup-
port m the seizure of Etawah and Bareli, and of the
recogmtion of the night to AllahibAd, the meome of
which provinces was about Rs 1,50,00,000, and also
with a view to securing huis own posttion, whlch A
dangerons and 1nsecure on account of the capnces of
Tus master and tho nobles round him, considered 1t wise
to comply with this request and mdace Asafu’d
Daulzh by sp arguments to acq; , but tho re-
sult was oppostte to what he auticipated, as will be acen
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from what follows  The hapless wretch involved lum-
self and alblus connections m calamty.

Another event of {his year was the Nawéb's nisit
to EtAwah This move was resolved upon, beeanso
Muhammad Iry Khan, mstead of exerting himself for
the Nawib's purposes, had begun to intrigne with Mirza
Najaf Khdn, and tho Dmperor delayed to confer on the
Nawhb the dignity of Wazfr, and also because the
Nawsb desiced to seize the terntory of Ahmad Khén
Bangash, who had died a few menths before the lato
Nawéb  Accordingly, having made over the nibat of
the Subah with the 1nsignia of rule to Saryad Mubam-
mad Khén, the elder brother of Mukhtaru'd Daulah,
ho set out :n that direction with all hus forces i the
month of Shawwdl. When he arrived at the brok of

" the Ganges, and two divisions had crossed, and the third
was still on this s1de, orders were given to disarm the
third division, but the men prepared to fight, and de-
manded their pay, When an Enghstt force, which was
then encamped at Bangarmau, came up, and with the
first and second divisions prepared to attack them, the
unfortunate men fled 1n disorder, and the two divisions
which were left were at the adviee of Mukhtire’d Daulah
handed over to the English officers for tramnmmg  But
the English officers wero soon removed, and the diseip-
line of theso battalions wasentrusted to Basant A Khan
On tho Nawhb’sentering Farrukhabad a yearly nazruna
of 53Takhs was 1mposed on that province and continues
to this day, and another sum 1n money and chattels
having been levied by confiseation of Ahmad Khén’s
property, the Naw b woved on to Etawak, and remained
thero some months
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Many events happened at this time  Among these
was the desertion of several of Najaf Khan’s fol-
lowers who eame to the Nawab's camp  The cause of
this was that Asafu’d Daulah, attributing to Zulfighr-
w'd Daulah the non conferment of the dignity of
Wazir, recalled winle the smge of Dig was m pro-
gress, the auxiharics, about 10,000 horse and foot,
which Shwja’w’d Danlah had supphed to lum  After
this, by holding out bait to the officers of hus camp, he
ganed them over and caused the dispersion of Jus force
Among those who swallowed the but at this time was
Fatah Ak Khan Durraai, who came over with five or
sz thousand well mounted horse and foot, and a well-
appomnted battery and camel guns and abundant stores
But after some time, being pressed for money, and see
1ng the Nawab’s bad management, he sold all lus pro-
perty to the people 1n the camp for a trifling sum, and
returned alone to Ius home  Zualfigiru’d Danlak, not-
withstinding thes ocegrrences, did not desparr but cap-
tured Dig  After this he induced the Lmperor to
confer on the Nawab the digmity of Wazir and thus
put an end to all canse of quarrel  Zulfighru'd Daulah
himself was created Naib Wazir.

Ix the beginning of this year occurred the removal
of the two Goshains and the appointment of Zainn'l-
Abdfn Khfn to the administration of the Dudb, At
this time Ghatamplr, Akbarpir-Birbar, and Akbar-
phr-Shahpir, Rasilibid, Sikandra Bildspur, and Pha-
plhiiad, parganas of the Dufb yielding 15 or 16 lakhs,
Avers made over to me by Zainu'l Abdin Klfn, The °
Goshains were ordered to conquer the remaining por-
tions of tho Kalpi division and sappott their troops
thereon, Andpgir, who was the elder brother, rogard-
ed this gift, which involved the sabjugation of a
foreign territory and tha collection of its revenues, as
his death warrant, and so went off in disgust with
most of his followers and jeitied the cemp of Zulfigsr-
wd Danlah. Umraogir remainéd with two or threo
thousand eavalry.

Another event of this year was the flight of Ma-
hammad Basbic Khdn, He was staying ia Najibibad
in tho Bareli provinee, when an ofder came to the
other officers in camp toarrest him. The Habshi regi-
ment first of all proceeded to tako him. When they
had got near Muhammad Bashir Khin's tent he got
notic® and thought what he could do, Then Mir
Bahfidur Ali, one of the Birhi Saiyads, and Abde’r
Rahmén Khén, 2 Qandhari Afghan, camo iu to him.
They were under obligations to him, and among his
intimato friends.

Mukhtirn d Daulah’s death
Another important event which bappened during
this expedition was the marder of Muhhtiru’d Daulah
and Baswnt  After the imppisonment of Jhao L aland
Tapar Chand, Basant, lostng all fith 12t Asafu d Daulab,
begn to think of lus own safety At this time Mirza
Sa adat Al who v1s 1n the camp denuded of all ranl,
acting on the suggestion of Tafazzul Husen Khasg,
employed as lus tool Ajab EKhin Afghan, a darmng
character of thoese days, an acquamntancs of Tafazzul
Ilusen K!aa's, and a friend of Basants, and through
Inm bogari a couspirney with Basant  After a deal
of negotiation 1t was settled that Basent shou'd put
Asafud Daulah and Mukhtira'd Daulsh out of the
way, that S 4dat Ali should succeed his brother, and
Basant become s mimster of war and finance , and
that Ajab Khn should guaranteo tho death of both
Accordingly one day, when tho Wazir was complan-
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mg m Basant’s presence about Mublhbtarn'd Dulah,
Basw.;lt, catchmg at the opportumty, obttined 2 hind
of permission to hill bim, and, resolving to kall them
both, prepared a banquet with treacherous designs, and
nvited them both to 1t Muhhtfrn’d Daulah, who,
notwithstanding the loss of tus trustéd officers and
troops, was confident 10 s reliance on the Englhsh,
showed himself rechless and meautious, and, being
1gnorant of the smars, went to the entertanment

The Wazir, although he was untware of Basant’s 1n-
tention as to himself, made some excuse DBasant,
bewg disconcerted at is denial, went to im three
times a1t midday, and, expatiating on the splendour ot
ns preparations and the ts provided, pressed
Ium to attend, but he could not succeed, for the Wazir's
time had not come  Accordingly Basant, putting off
bis murder to another day,.gave the smgnal for the
murder of Mukhtir-ud Dunlah to Fazl Ali and Talib
Al friends of Ajab Khan, and te two others  Mukh-
thrn'd Daulsh at this hour, on acconnt of the great
heat of the sun, dismissing us servants and followers
to lus tent, went down lumself to an snderground
apartment and began to hsten to music, when sud-
denly Mir Fazl Ah, stepping forward a couple of
paces, hilled Ium with a succession of rapid blows

Thereupon Basant sent word to Mirze Sa'adat Al
and the Goshaim, who were among his accompliegs, wud
told them he was going to the Darbér to hill the Wazr,
and that they should mount their horses and eome up
with thelr supporiers He also ordered hus two divi-
sy s cuans ap Wl goms e en 2et out for tie
Wazir's tent with fwa reeimanta whish wars neacont
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A wall had been drawn round the Wazir’s tents
becauso hotwas given to long slecping, and one door
bad been left in the wall Tlus door bad then been
closed because of the murder which hnd been announc-
ed ; and hence Basant did not obtnn sdmittance un-
challenged. The Wazir sont out word to lum to come
walone  As he knew that the Wuair had no know-
ledge of lus desizns on lum, and the murder of Makh-
tira'd Daulah bad been commutted with ns approval,
Jie did not hesitate to go 1n alone, and tahing with
Inm Bade Mirza, - strong man, o relative of Ins own,
who was under lnm dérogha of the Wazir's Dindn
EKbdna, and 2 slave who was a second Bade Mrrza 1n
strength, he went into the Wazic’s presence and made
a aign to the officers of the two regiments to enter the
Diwan Kharna after lnm on a pretence which had
been agreed on.  \When Basant cime before the Wazir,
tho Jatter reflected that 1f Baswnt remained alice, hus
somplicity 1 the murder of Buhhtart’d Danlah world
become hnown and give rise to inquiries by the Dng-
lisly, and Lo therefore gave the signal to somo ten or
fifteen men near lum to despatch Basant, and Nawaz
Sing, one of the Rajas on duty, dealt lim 2 blow
with asword and felled Inm to the gronnd. Bade
Mirza ond the slave were stupefied and were unable
to cheek Nawdz Sing.  Dut when Nawaz Sug, after
fligting somo moro unnecessary blowns on tho corpso,
placed lus booted foot om 1ts head, the blood of re-
sontment boiled witlnn Bade Mirza's heart and ho
drew his sword and Mlled lim  Theu the attendants of
tho Wazir one and all attacked Bade Mirza and the
slave, but not finding themselyes fit to face them, ran
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1nto corners  Bade Mirza then going forward to the
Wazir, as he had no ewil intentions, shid, “I have
done tlis deed out of my regard for Basant and I
have no disloyal intention I shell now leave this
place only on condition that orders are given thit no
one shall kill me ” The Wazir pledged his word
Bade Mirza left and went to Ins home  The two
regiments that wero prepared to enter, seeing Rasant’s
hend before them dispersed  Mirza Sa’adat Ali, com-
ng up at this moment with some armed eavalry, was,
1iho the remiments, unable to venture 1n, and, learning
the fate of Basant, went off 1n desparr to the tents of the
Goshan for nssistance  Tho Qosbain, admitting that
there pls bl complotely fuled, gave him a swift
mare and bade lum Ay So Mirza Sa’sdat Aly, flying
forthnith from the army with Tafazzal Husen Khbén,
Bade Mirza, and the slive and some others, rested not
till they had renched the Dmperor’s torntory An
hour later the tnd divisions eime up and demanded
retribution for the murder of Basant and to be allawed
to plunder Mukhtara'd Danlib’s tents  Yusel Al
Khéa, d:rogha of Mukhtiru’d Daulah s artillers, futh
ful to the diceased, put forward some guns and Mughal
gunners to cheeh them  The Warfr, notwithstanding
the rumonstrances of those near him, summoned np
conrage, went to tho divisions, and by distribnting
presents to the officers, endeavoured tn conc:]ntu
them Tho tumult of the troops subsided Anwar
Al Kbén, who was Muhhtfrn’d Daulal’s Khwéjasars
and adviser, and without whom ho would have beon
anequal’ t' Ak duties damamded of S by e Waah
convoyed his corpse to the suburbs of Ltawal and
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burying 1t there, lived 2 brohen-hearted recluse  The
officers of the army buried Basaut s corpse with un
posing ceremony and muntained crowds at his grivo
for many days after, and kept 4 cook and distnbuted
food to the poor

Another event was the appointment of Litafat Alt
Khén as the Wazir’s agent at the Lmperor’s Court It
eamo bont 1 thisway The Jate Naw b, leaving him
and s troops 1n the province of Barely, ass1gned im
mahéls yiolding Sfteen lakhs of rupees, for the support
of Ius troops  After Mulbtiru d Daulal’s death, the
Wazir, when he made up his mind to retarn to Luck-
now, resolved to select 4 man who should remain with
a fithing retinne at the Dmperor’> Conrt  Latafat Al
Khén, who hioped to place himself beyond the reach of
musfoctune by removing himself to @ distanee from the
Wazie, managed by bribery and wtrigue to obtun this
post  Hasing spent somo years under the protection
of Zulfighra’d Dau'ah, he was, 1n,1195°A H , dismussed,
and his jagir resumed  He and lus eavalry entered
the service of Zalfiqhra’d Daulh  Onthe death of
the latter he thought lumself sefe, but Mubammad Beg
Khén Hamdani, getting hum 1nto lus power by <ome
stratagem, pat his oyes out it the order of Birza
Shafi, Khan He 1s now dragging outa miserable
existence 1n that neighbourhood

Qjlier events of this year were the appontment of
Muhammad Iray Khan as Nab and his death scon
alter, and then the offur of the appomtment to, anl
the refusalof 1t by, Hasan Raza Khén wnd Haudar
Beg Khan Kabuli  The office of Nub may bo said to
bave remaned vacant for somo bme 2fter Mubbidru'd
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Danlah s death, and Reja Jagaunsth Divan eonducted
the admmstration under the instructions of Mr
Brstow The Wazir wrote a f{riendly letter sum-
montng Mnhammad Iraj Khan, who, becanso ho had
no confidence in the Wazir, wrote to Mr Brstow
that if he sent for lum on lny own responsibility, he
would come, and 1f not, not  Mr Bristow reassnred
bin  Mohammad Irqy Khin came with Mubimmad
Bashir Kbéin to the banks of the Ganges opposite
Bangarmau  Here the forrymen, at the instigation
of Muhammad Iray Khan, forbade Muhammal Bashie
Khan to cross, and he returned to Ethiwih  Moham-
mad Ira) Kbfn crossed and was invested with the
digmty and duties of Nmb Wazfr During the wlole
term of Iray Kbéin’s office, Mubammad Bashir Khfn

Awong the events of Mubammad Iray Kbfn's ad»
tion was the disbanding of the r z
regiments, of the old divisions  Tins happened thus
The Wazir, on lus return from Ltawah, gave commands
to Enghsh officers 1n the rogiments in Basant's eamp
and left them belund, Tho commandants and suber
dnate officers, who were habitually disobedient and
had recewved hints from the Wazit's officials to be
disobedient, evinced nnwillingnoess to carry out orders
Accordingly the arr t did not work Some
regiments shich were 1 the x:exghbourhood of Dtawah
and attached to the force cantoned at Tarrukbibsd
mutimed, mprisoned their officers extorted their pay
{rom ! em, and went off with their mushets and guns
and joined Najaf Khén's eamp, some other regiments
1 that quarter dispersed, leaving their equipments
beind  Their commandants, who came to Lucknow,
wero blown from the guns  These ovents cansed great
alarm to the Eoglish officers who were n command of
them  Indeed, mony of them during this émeuto wero
Tooted 1n there flight and wero Rilled by the zamfndérs
of tho Dukb  One of them, Major Ilowe, fooh refuge
with me m Phaphuad, remamed for somo days, and
wag conveyed fo a plco of safefy  After that the
nglish officers enhsted mew recrunts sustead of the

Gower

The me or ten thousand troops who were with
Mahbub Al Khan in Korah were also disbanded
After the mutiny of the other regiments, the Wazr
suspected thesg also and detached an English officer
secretly to disarm them  This officer, with four regi-
ments disgmsed as travellers, came within a short dis-
tance of Mabbub Alh Khan's camp, aud obtained an
1nterview with lum , and then, drawing out ns men at
mght, ordered an assault, advanced cfose up to the camp
and suddenly opened fire with musketry and eannon
As Mahbab resided m the eity and the camp was
without officers and no one was prepared except the
sentries on guard, the whole body bemng tahen by suc-
puise took to fligtt  Their equipments and valuables
were plundered by the gcoundrels of the camp, and
Mahbab, sr:-em:ev nothing left Hat to submit, went to
Lucl now  Op his arnival a jagir was nssigned to him
for tns support, and he spent <ome yearsin comfort
This jigir svag eventnally resumed and he then moved
with some others to Shahjahanabad From this he
went aftur some years to Makka and died there Lhe
chahla of Korah was given, on Haidar Beg Khan's
recommend-ition, to Almfis Ali Khén  Through the
oppresstons of s natb Bastt Ram the rovenuo fell
from tnenty lakhs to sixor seven  Finally, aft;r Irmy
Kban's death, Mirza Hasan Raza Khén, already men-
tioned, who had by this time become a publicand pri=
vate friend of the Wazir, and a chaunel of communi-
cation between the Wazie and Mr Brstow, was ap-
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pomted to 6ill the post of Néib, but inasmuch as
he was without edmimstratie experience, Mr Bris-
tow recommended that anather person who bad prac-
tical espentence should be selected and made lus
cordjutor, Hereupon Tsmi'tl Beg Shurah, a vagrant
from the bazors of Iran, and hence utterly with-
out fath or honesty, or a thought either for the
public gool or s master’s welfare, who was at
this time Mr Brstow'’s jactotum and one of Iis
confidants, actuated by the hopo of some 1maginary
g, mstead of which ho reaped loss and ruin, recom-
mended Haidar Beg Khuo Kabuli to Mr Bristow Mr.
Bristow was decepved by lus plastbility, flattery, and
misropresentations—arts 1n wiich he was a master—
and the dignity of Ndib-1 Kullwas conferred on Hasan
Raza Kbiin, and that of Nfub1 Mull on Haidar Beg
Khdn Tibmt Ra was appointed by Hasan Razn
Kbén poshkar and superiatendent of nccounts  As
Réja Jagannbth had previously been confirmed 1n the
appowntment of Diwan, Haidar Beg Khén did not
consider himsell Ins equal, and referred most of hus
papers to lihmit Ra, Henco the elerks became nu-
diseiphaed, and Tihait Rax obtamed complete contro)
Ths Tihatt Ra1 was o villager’s son, and in the timo
of the 1dte Nawdb was n servant on s 15 a month of
Khush Nazar Khwfjasar, who was tabvildar of the
Jewgl house VWhile mn this employment he was
guilty of embezzlement, and was 1mpriconed dunng
the hife of tho late Nawdb, but after lus death was
released and becamo servant of Ahuar Ah hién,
dirogah of Mukhtare’d Danlah s Diwan Khana, and
thus becamo acquanted with Anwar Al Khae, who
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was Mukhtara d Daulab's factotum then, becoming
famliar with him by Ins buffoonery and tale bearing,
o began to meddlo with every one’s affairs, and be-
couse be had rendered somo little sorvice to Hasan
Raza Khén, he was now rased to this digmty

At the end of this year Mr Dnstow was removed
and Mr Middleton was appointed a second time to
Luchnow, and notwithstanding tho obligations which
Lavo been mentioned under wlich Haidar Beg Khbn
Iav to Mr. Bnstow, he caused him much annoyance at
tho time of lus departure  This unworthy conduct of

Iy thig year Colonel Gower was sent 1ato the
Duzb with lis contingent, which was 1o the service
of the Wazfr, with orders to raze the forts of the ro-
fractory zamindirs and break their power He first
came to Korah. Basti Ram, the N#ub of Almas Alf
Khén, who, on acconnt of s great oppression, was
nicknamed Ujée Rém, sacrificed some zamindérs -
stead of the really refractory leaders  Then he moved
to the districts under Zamnu'l Abdin Khén, and, while
he was there, something happened which cansed the
Lnglish uneasiness and resulted 1n the cancelment of
of the order. It was this. There was 1 the pargana
of Talghm o ta'lugdir named TIatah Chavd Patal.
o paud five or six thousand rupees of revenue and
had a 7amfndfn mcome of about equal amount  Car-
ried gnay by the conceit of yoéuth and by natural
daring, ho used sometimes to prove refractory  Tho
Colonel surrounded his fort, which tvas 10 an open plain
andweakly fortified.  After three days, »hen they had
made a breach, the Colonel gave orders for an assanlt,
The Phtak sallying ont with 3,000 men from Lis fort,
attempted to mal o hus escapo at the point whero the
Colonel bimself was.  The soldiers resisted hus passage,
and asovers fight ensued 1n which about 400 privates
and 10 British officers wero kelled. The Pétak cscap-
ed from tho feld unhurt

[ this year fadar Beg Khan removed Surat’
Bingh, who used to collect nearly 70 lakhs from tho
Darely Division, and entrusted it to Kundan L'al and
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two or three Kayaths, who were protdgds of the Ru-
helz family and residents of that country” They re-
mauned 1 office two years, and during that time thoy
sent numbers of cultivators from that distriet into
Fawznila Kbhén's terntory To thit period the begin-
ning of the depopulation of Rolilhband 13 referred
The Kayaths wero imprisoned for their embezzlements
and died 1n confinement, and large sums which they
owed fo banhers and teaders remained nopad  The
only canse for the removal of Surat Singk was the
Nfub’s private greed.

In ths year the dismissal and ruin of Zainn'] Abdiu
tooh place  Itshould be noted that Haidar Beg Kinn
from the beginming of' fus career, thaugh feigmng
loyalty, was beut for years on avenging bus brother’s
death on Bhus'u'd Daulalis descendants, and was
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determined not to let 1 vestige of them survive  For
ths reason e was umntermuittingly bent on disband-
mg tho troops and ruming the mhabitants of the
country, He used to get rid of every old and respect-
able ofhicial and employ 1n bis stead some mean man of
low origin, and he did not put forward the equsl of anv
one whom he romoved If any of the English desired
to interfere for the reform of affawrs, he prevented them,
until no one remained to chech him nnd he estabhsbed
hunself supreme Io had an eye solely to lus own

In short, Haidar Beg Ebéin, who desired the ruin
and disgrace of Zauw’l Abdje Khin, called him to
Lucknow at the very season of revenne collec 1on, and
began to negotiate with others for tho admimstration
of the Duib  This led the zamfadirs to play o wait
g game und the collectron of revenae full 1nto arrears
Afterwards ho let him veturn and pat forward Almss
Al Kban 1o BaisShh as o candidato for tho post, and
Basti Ram, Naib of Korah, showing a want of pro-
dence, then informed most of the zamindirs of this
move  Somo tetters of Bavu Tam's, oearmy ‘s wet,
were ntercepted and sent to Lucknow  As ho lad
acted at Hmdar Beg Khan’s inshigation, no noticowas *
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taken of tlnis  Bat the rains had not sel in before
Hadar Beg Khan thought of another ewpedient and
proceeded to put lus ratention mto executton It was
this  Isma il Beg Shurak at his suggestion wnformed
Mr RMiddleton that Zamn'l Abdin hed eent for lus
family from Murshaddbfd, end that they had left
Allabébad and were about to arrive at Ltéwal, that,on
therr arrival, Zamn'l Abdin would join Zulfighr Kbin's
camp with 12,000 horse and foat and artillery and the
revenue he had collested Therefore Hadar Beg
Khia sent Bastt Ram an order to seize Zana’} Abdin
Khano’s famly and at the sama time dismuseed the
Ebén The fact 15, that Zamu’l Abdin’s farmly was
comug by Hawdar Beg’s own order un the Gumt, and
arrived 1 Lucknow a month after his dismissal, and
all that lsma'fl Beg told was false  In fine, after hus
removal, Hawdar Beg gave those mabals, whick had
yielded some years pravipusly 52 lahhs, and m my
time 45 lakhs, for something over 30 lahhs to Almés
Al Khaw, who remamed there for some years conti-
nuonsly, and eventmally effected a reduction to 25
lakhs  Zainn'} Abdia Khan's cavalry, soma 10,000
men, were also made over to Almés Al Kbhin, and
Haidar Beg baving made out that Zainul Abdin owed
s1x or seven lakhs, wished to 1mprision him, but cortain
circumstances prevented his doing so  After some
months Zainw'l Abdin dsed of chagnn and rage |

In the course of these ehanges, I suffered severely
The way was this  As T had charge of the mabéls
round Korah and I was all the year on bad torms with
Basti Ram, he embraced this chance and pstigated
the refractory zamindars of those mabfls o plunder
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me  Accordingly, in the space of three or fiur days,
10,000 Bapputs collected round the ecantonment of
Ghitampur, but as there were round the cantonments
small mounds of earth hhe Uastions, [ had m my
turn strengthencd the place by digging ditches from the
one to the other, on pretence of mahing a trench nto
which to shoot rublush  This fortification provented
their ingress T remamed on the alert under arms
w ht and day for fifteen days, with four or five hun-
dred sepgys prepared to die  After that I made ar-
rangements to lexve,nnd I gave ont that I nould next
mormng set out along the Musanagar road, a diffienlt
road west of Ghétampur, for the ghat at Kannauy, which

who opposed my jonrney My realintention was to
proceed t1é Korah, which lies east of Ghatunpur, to

and lay m ambush for me In the mormmng, when
the wlole of my baggage had been Joaded and sent
on1n the diccetion of Korak, T and my compantons, with
three or four guns, got between the baggage and the
Rfjput leaders, who had with them about a thousand
or two thousand men, and when the baggage had got
on about 2 fos 1 advance, I set ont slowly, mam-
taiming 4 mushetry firo asIwent Qu discovering this
move, the Réjpats wero amazed, and, heping to ev~
enaro by the gramns of fair speech the prey that bad
escaped them, sent n messenger sayig Your de~
parture 130 canse of diegrico tous  Itis better for you

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to leavo your baggage belind and travel along the
road which letls you to 3 ford after o journoy of two
or three stages wn our territory, so that no way treat
you hospitably and show our fidelity ™ 1 replted that
T could not rely on their word , that of they were 1z
carnest they should send certain of their leaders into
my camp as 8 condstion of my complying with ther
wish  Theso leaders, impelled by intents preed and
pr ption, came 1 cont d parleying with them,
asJ went on my way, until wo came in sight qf Korah,
and the Rijput leaders grew very uncasy and beg-
ged tobo allowed to depart  Thoy faneied that I would
hand them over to the &mil, Basti Rfm, nnd thus
securing my own escape from him, go on to Luch-
now I demande! from them the payment of arrears
of revenue, and having after samo negotiation, got
ten thousand ropees out of them, I lot them go.
Bastt Réam, when ho saw my boldness and resource,
dropped lts enmity and mide molus guest Next day
I crossed by the ghat of Shiuryjpur and went on to
Lucknow  Here what I had managed to do when 1n
this strait, enkanced my reputation  After my arriv-
al 1o Luckoow Hawdar Beg Khfa sent word to mo,
advising mo to desert Zainu'l Abdin and come over to
lisside I rephed that I wonld not This was the
first cirenmbtance that caused him to take a dishke to
mo  Another causo roso out of tho disbanding of
Satyad Jaméla'd din Kbin’s cavalry and the Tir&m
horse  The most of those skilfal horsemen with horses
n pnime condition, who had been attached to mo in
the Duib, went on their dismussal into Zulfiqhra'd
Daulal's camp.

I pELIEVE 1t was in thus year that Blirzy Syadat
Al returned from Albarfibad to Lucl now Ty, hap-
pened thus  YWhen the Mirza left Et&nah ang ontered
Zulfigaru’d Daulah’s camp, the latter treated with
marked attention, reassured him, and gave Lym the
pargaua pf Bidna for us support, and neited hym to
seizo the country on the other side of the Chambal
A vast number of deserters from the Waz{s army
and others gathered ronnd knim and went ty hys pat-
Fana  Butin a fight with one of the zamyyyy o
tho pargana he sustained = roverse and reggrned to

Then ho sent Rahmatullah Khan, brother of Fafyz.
zul Hosen Khin, to Mr Bnctow and asheq permys-
swon to return to the Subah (Lucknow)  After some
time, having obtained permission, he cama to Lucknow,
and after an interviow with his brother, went on to
Benares, and he continues to reside there up to the
present, and the two or three lakls which bo durives as
a fixed income from the Subah, he draws withent tron-
ble through the Duglich ofheals
Tafazzul Husen Kban left the <ervico of Sg ddat
Alian the courss of tlus journey and went {5 Ganda.
Trom thero hewent to Calcutta, and through the jnflu-
ence of Major Palmer obtased servico froty Gover-
nor Hasungs  He was appotnted to accompany Mr,
Anderson, when he was nominated mediator in the
wffairs of the Patel, and after the conelucigy of that
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peace, which proved the source of hundreds of quar-
rels, up to the time that he become the,associate of
Hardar Beg Khén, he nas the compamon and adviser
of Major Palmer on every occasion and in every affur
This w1l be mentioned 1 1ts proper place.

For instance, the sons of the de-
ceased, who ars i Lucknow, although each 1s allot-
ted a thousand rupees a month, are starving owing te
Ins breaches of futh, l§ dodging and s affronts
The women of ms palace, who are in Faizébid, are
sometimes so overpowered by hunger, because of the
delay 1n paying their allowances, that a huadred or
two hundred females make a rud from the haram-sara,
Joot the bazar and carry back with them gram and
other necessaries  Up to the present no ane has ar-
ranged for the marriage of any of s daughters, be-
cavee funds are not found, and the Nawdb 1-’Aliya,
5! uja’ud Daulah’s mother, who had even in lus tinfs had
nothing to do with bis son’s affairs, and who managed
1o live contentedly but with diffienlty on a )igir of one
Jakh, was nnable to provide for so great 2 number, nay,
as long as she lived, she grudged nothing fo them, and
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after Tier death therr condition becamo pinable  The
Nawdb Beggm, whothas a vast )dgir and 1n unmenso
income, owing to her hardheartedness and msensilabity

tome™ TWhero 13 tho panful eraving of violent hun-
ger and where tho folly and pride of youth?

It must bo r bered that thus el 33 of the
Wazis and Hadar Beg Khan in therr treaiment of
those who had claims on them 13 a fact, but the extr-
vaganco of their own espendituro was so great that
therr waste would support®an army A trifle only
of tlis extravagance 1s incurred during the whole of
Phigun at the Holy, 1n the Wazir s carnival, and mar-
riages and 1lluminations, and each year five or six
lahhs are set spart for these customary celebrations,
and sumlar expenses are mcarred 1 the Mubarram ,
and the expénditure on s eleplants, Ius stables, and
Lecnels may be imagined when 1t 1s stated that he has
twelve hundred elephants, two or three thousand horses
and wshousand dogs to feed  OF these, 400 clephants,

Wazir's pigeon-house, cockpits, sheep-foldg, deer park,
monkey, snake, scorpion, and spider houses, 13 so0
great that,if they wero earefully managed, the money
would suffico for the maintenance of all the cluldren
of thelato NawAb and of hia women, for 300,000 pigeons
aud fighting cocksnre hept, and there are somo snakes
o pair of which eat a maund of flash Al things aro
fondly cared for by the Wazir save men, especially
Ius relatives and old dependents  Anothor gxpense 18
the pay of the Wazfr’s honseliold servants, who num-
ber thousands, weluding 2,000 farrfishes, 100 chobddrs
and kindmatgdrs, and 4,000 gardeners and hundreds of
cooks. His cook-room costs Rs  £,000 or {3,000 per
diem, and the loose and 1dls charactors whom he has
with lim on lus tour, carryng baggage, camp furnie
ture, and tents, amount to a thousand, who recerve their
dmily oread ns wages HIS expenses pass deseription

The prodigality of Hudar Bog Khan may be guessed
when, after hus death, Tal it Ra1 set down lns table
expenses at 50 lakhs, and this foohsh expenditurs was
not confined to the Wazir and Hardar Beg or to Mirza
Hasan Raza Khén and Tihait Rat, but every ove who
had anythingto do with Government or revenue collec-
tion, was appointed to s post without fear of being
called to account. Accordingly Fatah Aly, chela of
Almis Al, construcled so many sarais, tanks mosques,
and temples that he cannot lumself have met th§ cost,
and the expenses of Almds Ali Kbdu, and of each of some
officials and friends of Tikait Ray, are as great as usod
o ol deyy do b dhove of dhe drde Dewmfd Aad sher

was the case with all their gents and dependerts, so that
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this waste was not confined to them ouly, but was the
general rule ;n matters of food and clothing, buildings,
amusements, and all expenses of both males and females
Men of position in Luchnow are not so affected by
slenderness of mcome as to feel themselves there-
by strutencd, for 1f they aro close<handed 1n mat-
ters of clothing and on occasions of weddings acd
fanerals, they are rechoned among the lower orders of
sycety, If they epend lavishly, they must have money,
Heoes nnder tho pressure of necessity they have re-
sorted to.swmdhug, and whole families have Leen
ruimed

Another of tho events of this year ws the leasing
of tho whole country of Sarwac to Colouel Hannay,
and the beginning of my connection withat, Tlus
came abont thus  The Colonel applied to Haidwr Beg
Khan to place at lus disposal the services of some
trustworthy and experienced adminwstrators of this
Subab, who might ssist lum in managing the country
Haidar Beg noninated six persons, of whom 1was one
As the Colonel & rigour and all-terzper and Haidar Beg
Kbfn’s 1ll treatment of the friends of the Enghsh were
notorious, I declined to join the Colonel and begged to
be excused the service, but Haidar Beg Khfin, hoping
that I might be disgraced by the Colonel 1n Ins wrath,
and that he mught thus pay me off for my former non-
compliance with s wishes ta the case of Zuou | Abdin,
would'not listen to my representation, but sud that [
must servo the Colonel according to the Wazjr's orders.

Aceordingly, I complied, at the time unwillingly
and nader compulsion, with this order, which was the
beginoing and cause of my acquaintanco and connec
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tion with the Doglish  Notwithstanding th s, Bmdar
Beg Khfn and Ins party gave out thatthe English
Lnew but litle of me, and the people were turned
agawnst me, but they were too ashamed to avow theie
own counection with the English as i was intended
to solely farther their personal interests

Let every one judge of the facts for hunself To
bo brief, the other five persons who had an advantage
over me by Hudar Beg’s protection were tarned off
by the Colonel, some for embezzlement, Some for
adleness, and others for incompetence The Colonel
concerved n strong iking for me becanse I was err—
cumspect mght and day from 2 sense of independence
and self respect, and I showed no greed for money,
so that eventnally he left 1z my hands all the affarrs
of his troops and of the revenus admimstration,
amounting to forty Inkhs of rupees, and fixed my salary
at one thousand rupees per mensem from his private
purse, but I declined to take pay as servant, and sad 1
should prefer some mark of favor at the end of the
year 1f he continued sati>fied with me I meant by this
that even should he continne sabisfied with me at the
end of the year, I should escape even tls remunera-
tion, and that, 1f 1n the meantime I should do anything
which would displease Jum, I could, as I was working
for hum without pay, exense myself and appease him by
declining all renard  This device proved very useful
Three yoars passed in friendship and ccncora, and
whataver fault my subordinat tted 1n
tration, the Colonel,owing to Ius great confidence 1z
me, attributed nothing to me and held them alons res-
ponsible , but, during that period, matters were ripen-
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ang which caused dissatisfaction to Hardar Bog Khdn
and Tihait Bar.  They are as follows ~—

In tho pargana of Hisimpir there was a fa'luga
comprising minety mauza’s, of wiicha part of each
~vasin the ta'luqa and the rest belonged to zamindérs,
The ta'luqdar, abetted by Haidar Beg Ehén, badtaken
possossion of a large quantity of uncultivated liad
belongmg to the zamfnddrs and used to pay Rs 5,000
for 1t 1nto the hazur tahsil, and unsed to dinide the
profits of it with lus abettor. As tlus ta'luga was
among the lands excluded from the Colonel’s lease, the
Colonel collected Ra 50,000 after survey and measure-
meat from the ta’lnga and ousted the ta’laqdér from the
Iand ho had wrongfully seized, and 10 this way he dealt
with all abottors and accomplices of Hardar Beg Khiin
and Tikait Ray, many of whom thero wers among the
ta'luqdirs and zamfodérs of thoso parts  Sinco the
Colonel curried out all Ius plans throngh me, Haidar
Beg Khfin and Tihait Ry, dithough they Knew per-
fectly well that, the Colonel being a thorough business
man, his agent could not interfere with his resolu-
tion, blumed me for all lus actions  Thoy rogreited
the 1atroduction they lmd given mo tu the Colonel and
chenished mal rogarding me

Apother event was tho appomntment of Tsm#'fl Beg
Bhurah to the Subah of Allabibad. The explanation
of that 1s tlus  Ismasl Beg, on pretences conoected
with the despatch of mails and through Mr. Middleton's
und Haidar Beg Khan's friendship, used to mterfere
with the officials of that Subah., At first this med-
dhing went only so Tar that he Jeried Black-mail

from cvery official by workiog on Ins fears and hopes
r
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through false reports, and by the same means he
obtained douceurs from the Wazir and, all lus ser-
vants  Afterwards, when he had scraped large sums
of money together, ho nsed fo pay for an #mil the qst
a0 advapes, which was a eondition prior to his confirma-~
tion 1 his appointment, and then, notwithstanding
that he took four per cent 1nterest, he used to take
possession of the amul’s Yliqa  JIn this way he bulb
up a large ta'luga 10 Allakabad, and s whole heart
was set upon 1t, When the rdmimstration of the Allahd~
bal district was handed over at 2 fair jumf to Mirza
Muhammad Hasan, an unsophisticated man, a Persian
noble, ressdent at Benares Ismafl Beg Shurah pmd
for hum the qist 1n advance and became lus agent at
head-quarters, took the profits for himself and tricked
lum  This he managed thus, When Mirza Moham-
mad Hasan was going away, he left some blank papers
with s seal affixed 10 Tsm’all Beg’s care, that he might
not m embrgent cases bave fo wait for a letter from
him from Allahsbéd  Ism&'fl Beg, after two or three
months, without giving notice to Birza Muhammad
Hasan, brought abont an inquiry as to s mismane
agement Replies were gent When they were not
accepted by the Nawab, Isma fi Beg wrote a forged
resignation of the Mirza’s appointment on one of those
papers and tendered 1t to Mr Middleton  In this way
the nofortunate Mirza Mubammad Hasan was dise
missed and Isma’il Beg was appomnted 1n his stzad on
Hudar Bey Khéo's sommation But Hudar Beg
Khan's motive it nommnating him was not to befriend
htm, for he entertamed doubts of him, that as he bad
recommended lum to Mr, Bristow, he might now re-
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commeud another to Mr. Middleton. 1t must be noted
that Haidar Beg Kbin brought many men to rain
while feigning friendship for them and nominating
them to appointments. He never rendered any one
any assistanco afler procuring his appointment, and
the knowledge of his indifference cansed the zamfndfrs
and the troops appointed with his nomince te prove
rofractory, until the victim fell into arrcars and was
imprisoned and disgraced. But the circumstances of
Allahisbéd were not such as to require the attention of
Taidar BYg Khbdn, and it was only Jsma’il Beg’s folly
that caused Lis overthrow. He was greedy to acquiro
zaminddri, and when any zamfndér fell into arrears of
revenue, ho induced him to write ndeed of sale to him
in lien of that arrear and somo cash, and henco most
zamfndérs of tho Subfilh epent their money dnd fell
into arrears, and kpowing that IsmA'fl Beg could not
lift up their land* and earry it away, they executed
deeds of salo and gavo them to the fool. After two
yoars Ismi'il Beg was imprisoned for arrears and was
chtm prison for & long time by Haidar Beg, until
Bir. Johnson, in 1196 A, H., who was bent on clipping
Haidar Beg’s wings, relaascd him and sent him again
to Allnlmbnd where he held the samo position for two
years more, nud after that went with BMr. Bristow to
Bengal,

In this year Khwapa *Amu’d Din, was appomted
to tho province of Bareh Tius bappened thas.
When Haidar Beg hhén had become secure in ns
position and gradually grew 1nsolent, and was careless
about rermiting the Company’s instalments, Mr Mid-
dleton, to stop his 1solence, put forward Shaikh Shafi’-
ullab, one of the friends of ¥raj Khan, and appomted
his gomashtas over Haudar Beg Khan’s collectors to
gather 1n revenue  but, as Shafi’nllah was a covetous
and imprudent man, Haxdar Beg Khan exposed the
blunders and dishonesty of Ins gomashtas and procured
their removal  Khwéja ’Ainn’d Din was one of these
gomashtas, and was the saziwal over Kundan L’al a-
forementioned As be had hept Brudar Beg Khon
1 good humour with himein this nterral, he was now
appointed collector of Barel, and was maintamed
there for five or six years, potwithstanding that he
cinsed motortous rmn  He was 1 1197 A H dis-
ms<ed on Mr Brstow’s pemsistent representations,
This *Ann’d Din, one of the companions of Kh&dim
Hasan Ehan Bangil, was an odd character To show
his mdifference to the world, there were thousands
upon thousands of scoundrel baggirs masntained by
Iumin lus camp, and once a day he nsed to walk ubout
among them naked with a stick 1 lis hand, and g1 e
each of them a copper with Jus own hand and indulge
10 banter with them He was so vile tongued and

foul mouthed, that the crowd of them, notwithstanding
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thesr abeenco of restrant wero vot Ius match To
mahe a show of geuerosity, he used every year, after
the 10th of Mebarram, to seramble his houschold fur
niture, and refuse no one who ashed him for a pre-
sent  If any one asked for 2 great sum, he wrots the
amount on a slip of paper and put it witk fifty other
ships marked half for smaller and half for Jarger sums,
and gambled for them as Europeans do with one an-
othor In short, Ins wasto from the dato of hus dismis=nl
to his deathin 1209 A I, as far as the public could
observe ¥, amounted to 40 or 50 lakhs of rupees
Another event of this year was the death of Mirza
Al Khan, owing to the bad chimate of Almohra  The
Wazir, from the beginmog of Ins rale, considered two
{ours incumbent on him every jear  Ono was at the
conclusion of the ramms, sometimes to Almuhlra and
somotimos to Butwal, and at this season of tho year
both these places are liko Jahannam for the inclemen-
ey of the chmato and the difficulies of tranmt Tor
this reason, thousands of camp follon ¢rs die every year
1n this tour, and 1t 19 1mpossible to desenibe the hard-
ships which they endure 1n crossing ravines and tra-
versing the heights and hollows, and the passes of mmoun-
tain and forest. In these places the Wazir s personal
servants and followers march first, then tho able-
bodied members of lis escort, and last the invalids,
Tho threo parties becomo jammed, and for x time aro
uniblo to find roadwsy. Tho Wazir's personal ser-
vants stand at the head of the crowd battering with
stichs, and n the samo way the able bodied men of
tho escort.  In this confusion men are upable for two
or three days to attend to their necessities and lie on
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the ground 1 the open air without food The price
of gram also 15 under these crrcumstances, and at all
sach times, twice as high 28 ot Lucknow , and luxuries
of food, such as frmt and the like, cannot be had  If
rain happens to fall at ths season, there 18 2 tumault as
of the resurrection 1o the camp, and thousands of
horses, bullocks camels, and men are seized with fatal
lness  Then, if a camel falls 1n the mud, all at once
5o meny men tumble over 1t that the camel sinks,
load and =ll, mto the earth and caumses 2 bloch 1
the path  In the year 1210 A H I was prCsent on
a tour of this Iimd as far as to Faiz&bAd, and saw all
the ncrdents of the camp, The following 1s 2 brief
narrative —

In the rains of that year the Wazir, having dis-
mssed Tikait Ray, told Mr Cherry that he would
himself look 1nto the affurs of the province  The rawms
now stopped, and he determmed to go io Batwal  Mr.,
Cherry smd that things could wazt, and there was still
some prospect of ram , that the Wazir wonld do well
to postpone hus determination. The Wazir replied
that he would take his mimstenal officers with Jum ns
far as I'aizabéid, and on the way decide some matters
which were pending, then send back the mimstenal es-
tablishment, and act afterwards as Mr Cherry advised
In the second strge, ligh windsand heavy ramn set 1n
and, owing to the great number of elephants and
cannon, the whole road became 2 slongh of mud,cand
the two remaumng stages were traversed in sixdays
with mndescribable difficulty. Trom Darubid to
Taizfbd 1t seamed a3 1f dead horses, bullocks, oamels,
and men had been sown1a the mud  When Larrived
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in Taizdbfd, most people who could not be accom-
medated at the Asaf Bigh, the Wazir's residenco,
pitched théir tents in a placo whero the mud wasa
cubit and a half deep, tied their animals to long poles
and stood holding on to the ropes on the inside of their
tents, owing to the violenco of the wind and rain,
When this state of things had lasted for fiftcen days,
the Wazfr wag no longerable to enduroit, and ordered
the camp to cross tho Ghégra, The bridgo they had
thrown acrosstho river broko that night, and tho boats
men sal they could not construct it again. Mes-
sengers brought in word that the water was soveral feot
" decp in tho places whero they had gono hunting the
previous year, and that the mauza’ where the Wazir's
tents had been scparately pitched was under water.
The Wazir, believing the story of the messengers to
be untrao and to have been concocted by them with
tho leaders in the camp, ordered, while tho rain was
still actually falling, thab the camp should cross in
boats, Jhao L'al appointed his sazdwals to watch
tho men, and himself stood at the ghAt for five days
in all the raip, and superintended tho transport of
tho troops. Every timo thata boat attempted to cross,
the passengers despaired of their lives owing to the
tacbulence, roughness, and rapidity of the Ghfigra,
which is in these respects more especially dangerous
than other rivers. 1n those five days several boats
andvelephants were lost.  On the sisth day the Wazir,
when he heard that half the camp had crossed tho
river, determined to go over. It happened that the
pegs of the tents had becomo looso from the heary
rains, and the habdrs were holding the tents up with
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therr hands Next morming he desired to move the
tents to another place He searched on both sides
for somo mules, but not a place was found  Accord-
wingly he returned, snd gave orders for withdrawal to
Fauzibdd Thoy returned with the same difficalty
they had gone After some days, when the rans
ceased, he agun undertook the passage by boats and
completed his journey

Fuarthermore, 1n the tour at this season, there are
a hundred mast elephants 1n the camp,and sometimes
while they are marching, or when they bréah from
therr tether or get beyond the control of their mabants
they kill people, and tho drivers often tie therr ele-
phants near the tents of the Wazit's courtiers, and by
this trick get money from them for therr removal,
and these persons are subjected to the same infliction
mght and day without intermission for two or three
months

The second tour 1s made to Bahraich1n the very
height of the hot season, and although this tour does
not last over o month and a half, yet horses, cattle,
and men die 10 numbers from the excessive heat of the
sun  As the Wazir indulges i opiam, he sleeps until
very late 1n the moramg, and then eats breakfast and
starts on Ins march after a full watch of the day has
passed , and travellng in s palutheen made of Lhas
which water carriers keep sprinkhing on 4ll gides, he
arrives at s halting-place some fime after mdtiay
Here so many tents of Lhas and movable pavilions
of grass are pitchel, that the severe cold gives ague to
any one who sits down, and 1t 15 only those who have
experienced the pain hnow what men then suffer,
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A greater hardshup still 1, that esery grovo wiieh
is under or near lus camp 1s hept exelustvely reserved
for tho domestic uses of {the Wazfe and for hus siables,
and sf any grove be unoccupied, no one pitchos n 1t,
for 1f tho VWazir soes a tent, ho drives the owner of
tho tent out of the country. This order provails from
n jealousy of the comfort of other men, which 15 a
natural charactenstic of s, and which 13 not moro
cspecially escmplified on lis tours than at brs fixed
residence A proof of this1s his prolubition of eertan
articles, o of which s ice  Although the 1co manu-
factarers have frequently represented to hum that 1f ho
would allew them to <ell 1co, they wonld maoufac-
ture an even greater stoch for hum than they wero
doing, and ther expenses would bio less, ho hns re-
fused to allow them  Altlongh he possesses hun
dreds of gardens in Lwchnow and Tuefbsd, and 1o
tha suburbs of both cities, and they yield such quants
ties of fruat and flowers that hundreds of low custs
men among s orderlies gather them, and there 12
still to spare, yot frmt and flowers deeny, fall, and are
thrown away. In the mango season he attaches all
{ho groves of the reudents of Lucknow and L uzél .,
and 1 this way many honses of the poor are plundered
by the pifdas who are appointed to confizeate the pro
duco of tho groves The restriction on the sale of
Leorn and ro<es, and all perfumes 13 <o strict, that people
mmporfesecnco of heora from Dengal, and the better
clsses 1t the marringes of their cluldren meha gar-
lands of flowers gathered from the junglcs and pat

them round the necks of therr guests, for the ele of
wild flowers 13 forbidden m the eits Rare foods we

In tls yerr Mr Brstow wrived 1 Caleutta on
Ins return from Fnglwnd, with ths appomtment to
Lucknow, and proceeded fiom Caleutta to Luchnow
Mr Parling was removed, and Hadar Beg Klén
quahed for some tme on account of Ins condact, but
was putat hus ease when Mr Middleton and Mr Joha-
son were subsequently associnted with Mr Bristow
Thercafter Mr Bristow beeame metely 2 post offico for
the transmusston of letters on matters aftecting the
affairs of the Company , and the negotiations betw cen
the Governor and the Wazir, and the collection of
money and the payment of 1t to the troops; were all
entrusted to the other two
As Hudar Beg Khan had no regaid for Mr
Bristow Me Brstow s influence was gone, and being
unable to put up with his insolence, be returned fo
Caleattr  The other two, Mr Middleton and M

About this time the dispute between Chet Singh
and Governor Hastings came to a erisis, and for
tlns reason great disturbance arose 1 the Wazirs
dominions and thousands of people were slan by the
zowfndfrs  In this exigency Haudar Beg Khan had
arnved with a disciplined force within o fe(\v Los
of Benares, but owing to s nataral cowardice he
could not venture to go to the Governor  He opened
up communications with Chet Swngh also, for hecon
sidered 2t politic and prudent to do so,m order that
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he mught oventually jomn the sido which he found
provuling  but tho Wazir was some stages behnt
Hudw Bog Kbfin, nnd when ho beard of this
conduct of Ius, SAlar Jang, the hittle wit, and several
assoctates of the Wazir, encimies of Ins house, anl
s mother and the twe Khwijaaaras, advised the
W arir to retarn to Ins own country and pay attentton
{o itsafturs  Thoy sud #3lr Hastings ant ali the
English kave been dispos sl of, what necessity s there
for us to get oursclves 1nto trouble?  But the Waze
turned a deaf ear to the fools, and pluching up cournge,
jomned the Governor in Benwres  After the termiua
tion of tlns disturbance at Benares, the Wazir took
leave of the Governor and returned to Lucknon  On
the ocewsion of this vistt, Hardar Beg Kinn gawed a
namber of concessions from the Governor, s he was
pleased with the Wazie  first, an order for the dis
missal of all the Eugl sh ofhetrs who were 1n command
of tho Wazirs regiments,® and for disbanding the
requnents themselscs, and for the removal and expul
sion of every Eaglishman employ ed under the Luchnos
Government, wlhethor on the recommendation of tla
Governor or any one elso , second, permisston to dis
miss from pargana Arful Major Osborne, who hal
been ¢mployed 1 reducing the country of the Bun
delisand had wrested many parganas {rom them aftor
sovere fighting  another, the reduction of the p1y of
tho fbreo under Colonel Gower who had gono to the
Dakhin
In this year alan, Colanel Bannay was remaved from
tho districts of Sarwér, and *Abdullah Beg appointed in
Ins pliee  This *Ab fullxh had been » Turk sawhir 1
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the Company 8 service, «nd came after hus dismussal to
Lincknow, and throngh Mr Brstow’s mﬂueuce was
appointed Sazéwal of Tarruhhabéd Here ho accu-
mulated a great sum of money 1 a few years  As he
had been appownted by Haidar Beg Khdn, he dow got
this place, but after a fen months he was killed by
Amir Beg Mughal, a well-hnown and highly respected
tankhwah dar, because the fated fool made nse of some
mdecent abusive langnage Amir Beg and s brother
wero also hilled

The facts regarding Colonel Hannay, fre briefly
these Haidar Bog Khén did not wish the Enghsh to
have 2 footing 1n the country, and for this reason, and
because of the disgrace which had over {aken lns nomi-
nees m Sarwfir, he was constantly endeavourmng to
diseredit the Colonel aud procure his dismussal, until
eventually the Governor’s mind was poisoned against
him, and Hmdar Beg Khén caused lum to be suspected
of opp 1 f the p of Sarwir,
and embezzlement “of the Wazfe's revenne Thus, 10~
juring hisreputation with the Governor and Council, he
endeavoured to get lim removed  These false charges
were repeated and passed on from one to another nntil
all the English, without mquiring nto the facts, spoke

sproachfully of s d Hence Ishall, mithout

respect for persons, truthfully record here something of
the events of lus admustration 1n the hope that, the
real facts bemng laid before impartial judges, the strzma
attached to him may be removed

The charges brought by Haldar Beg Khan are
three (1) oppression, {2) depopulation of ths Pprovince
of Sarwér, and (8) making money by embezzlement
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The truth of tho charges of oppression and depo-
pulationisthns  Sarwhrisa country which,a bundred
years before this, had been yielding a kror of rapees,
and mn the days of the late Nawdb Shuja’u'd Daulah)
had perhaps yrolded as much as twenty lakhs, and
Himdar Begs 'mnuls hal not collected more than
twelvelahhs  Colonel Hannay handed into the Wazir s
treasury twenty two hikhs clear of oxpences Tho
cause of thig great falling off 1n the jama, was the
thnitlessness of tho rf)as of that country who were
bent on %cnsual ploasures  The temants relied on
grazing and cattle brecding for therr mmntenance and
abandonod agriculture  Thus a willage, winch a hun
dred years before patd a reveaue of two thousand rupees,
now pud only one hundred, and that, too, althongh
thero are fivo hundred tenants’ houses i the villago,
and cach houscholder bas five or six hundred head of
cattle And the soil of the country of Sarwée 13 so
rich, that the rabi’ 1nstalment of ravenne s collected 1n
tho first year from newly brohen land Notwith
standing tlis supensonty of the soll, and the great
nuwber and weslth of the tonantry, yet, through the
refractortness of tho rajas and the weakness of the col-
Iectors, the jama’ fell  thus mtersal to ten labhs

In short, the Colonel, understanding the case, nfter
many negotiations amd numberless quarrels, expelled
the refractory from tho country, and taking under Ins
protection tho small tenants who had always been m
torror of them, laid the foundation of prospenity. Al-
though 1n these changes tho revenue of some par-
ganas of Gorakbpur fill off, most mahéls showed an
crease, and the reduced jama’s showed a promuse of
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nsing  Accordingly, in the Colonel's last year that
country yielded thirty-five lakbs, and thers was every
hope that in three or four years ihe revenue would
reach fifty Jakhs, swhen Colonel Hannay was removed

The rnjas, after resisting to their ntmost, left the
mountns and yungles, and having taken shelter under
the protectron of the zamfndars of Sultanpur and
A’zamgarh on the banbs of the Ghagra, made them-
selves obno<ious every now and then The Colonel
therefore wrote to Haidar Beg Khan ¢ A collector
Iihe me, and an opportunity like the presen®; you will
not agam find, and 1n 4 few years the revenue of this
country will be nising It 13 thereforo advisable that
you should now mike an effort, so that theso exiles
shall remove to a distance and he roated out® Hai-
dar Beg paid no attention The réjas alluded to, s
their domains were near, rehed on therr strength and
wated for their opportumty  Donng the disturbances
at Benares they crossed the Ghagra (at the orders of
Chet Singh and the Begam’s khwajasards) and
lalled and plundered the Colonel’s naibs 1ud agents,
and exerted themselves to restrun the fenants from
obeyiag the Colonel’s orders for the extension of culti-
vation  Accordingly, two or threo thousand tenants,
and two or three thousand of the Colonel & employcs,
were hilled 1n this rud, and the conntry was agun
depopulated, and Haidar Beg’s naibs were afterwards
unable to collect as much as was then collected ofving
to their own wethness and to this daring act of these
outlaws  The conclusion drawn by the Enghsh on
the 1sinuations of Haidar Beg Khén was based on
these ealamities  But the expulsion of theso bad cha-
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racters aud of their agents, who were and are deserv-
g of removal, and the famise which ensued throngh
tIns occurrence, and the falling off of revenue, all bap-
pend after tho Colonel s time, and were 1 no way
attributable to any fanlt of Ius
There 15 no doubt that the Colonel amassed money,
not, however, by embczzlement, but through firmaoess
and knowledge of business on hus part and on that of
s associates, Dr Blain, Major MacDonald, Captarn
Frankhn, Captan Garden, Mwor Lum den, and
others, fot prohts were realized after paying the mn-
come which bad been stipulated for with Hadar Beg
Khéin, and collections wero much 1n excess of the
revenue realized 1n preceding years
The cause of Governor Hastings’ dishbe to the
Colonel was that, though he had five er six thonsand
sawars ond anfantry with bim, and was near Denares,
ho could not como up to Ius rchef  The Colonel was
rot to blame for this, for he’crossed the Ghagra from
Tmz4bad with 2,000 men immediately when be heard
of the msurrection at Benares, and sent orders to
Captain Garden and all lus ofheers, who were seattered
through the countrs, to como up, cach from lus resi-
dence, and join Inm at Sultnopur  Each of these
officers who crossed the riser was plundered and halled
by the ewiles nlrerdy mentioned  Captain Garden,
who bad crossed 1n haste with five or s1xhundred men
withobt artillory, fought o whole day with tho rebels
and mada lus way to Tanda, where Ghulim Bigar
Al Khan, the Nawsb Bogam's collector, was  1le
1ntended to rest there for the night, and to cut bis way
on next day fghting as before, but the collector
o
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posted lus men to resist the Captan and forbid hum to
ontcr the town and drew to lus own mde of the stream
the boats Iying 1n the deep water of the rivine, which
ran between the Captminand Tands The Ciptain’s
men, theroforo, losing thewr self-control, threw down
their mims and plunged mto the river  More than half
of them were hilled or drowned The Colenel, notwith-
standing that he heard this, determined to go from
Taizabid to Benares, with the men he had  Therefore,
the stwars who were with lum, 1nd were more numer-
ous than lus toot, being prompted by the ® Begam’s
1 hwhjasar 1s dechined to accompany lum  The Colonel
went to tho houses of their leaders, who were many
of them unworthy to recerve hum, and strove to move
them, but without avarl  After thus, finding 1t hopeless,
he tumed bach to guard the cintonment, whers lus
treasure and property lay, wd a lirge concourse of
these outlaws had gathered to plunder  The Colonel
hiad left me with 200 sav'ars and infintry to guard
the cantonment When the Colonel crossed the river,

about 10,000 Rfjput saw s gathered round the ean-
tonment from three sides to nttnch me  But as there
were deep ravines all round the cantonment and the
bridges were carefully watched, the <anars were
delayed while waiting for npplinces with whieh to
erdss  Nineteen days and mghts passed aver me in
marvellons transitions untsl the Colonel’s retura gave
me 1 new lease of life In short, although b3 the
arrival of the Colonel and his companions aid soldiers
on all sides of the cantonment, some five thonsand
men were collecied, the Rajputs still remarned firm in

therr resolve At this Juncturo two regiments came

up from Kunpue® totho Colondds il The Colonel
distributed the old force an 1 lus new contn ent into
three parties, and was prepanng to attack the enemy,
when the latter formed wto threo bodies It so lap
pened that they were crossing that day, and half of
them wero that side, and Lalf this side, of tho ravines,
when the Colonels forco camo up to pumsh them
II4If were halled anl dro yned, and the rest were dis
persed  The Colonel, finding the road now open, went
with all lus property to Luchnow, where his two
regiments wero disbanled  After some months the
Colonel wnent to Calenttn to obtun satiefaction from
Haudar Beg Khin, but after applying to the Counal
he lest hope, and after two or threo days hanged
humeelf ¢

Another event of this 3 car was the appontment of
R4js Surat Singh by Hadar Beg Kbin to the coun
try of barwar, to remedy the disorders which hatl
cnsued on the 1nopportune urder of Abdullah Bes
e was well qualified to discharge that luty snceess
fully, but when he had been there only fourteen or
fifteen months, he was transferred to Birely, ard hus
admintstration produced no good results

In this year also an order camo from tho Counesl
to Mr Ahd lleton and Mr Johnson, for the conf cn
tion of Salar Tang s and the Dawab Bogam s )fgfre
1)0("151 o of thur <hortconungs daring the emsute at
Benares and their tl treatment of Colonel Hanuas

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The Nawab Begam s jagfe was entrnsted to Mirzs
Shafi’ Khén Moghal Irdn and that of Sélar Jang was
,permitted to rematn with Almfs Al Ehan, as he bad
m:mst'ed 1t for twenty.seven years, but the condition
was added, that Do should not give anything to Saldr
Jang, and should pay wm the revenue and tanfir to the
Wazir Hadar Beg now getting an opportumty,
suggested to the Wazir to charge the Nawib Begam
with the moeney instalments due to the Company
The Nawsb Begam refused to pay, and thg led the
Wazie to march in force to Faizébad, Mr Middioton
and BMr Johnson accompanied lim 1n this espedition
The foolish hhwfja sards determined to stand o siege
with the three ot four thonsand men they had, but the
Nawab Begam, after the guns had been mounted and
apphances of war 1nspected, sent the two hhwhjsaras
to her son and took vefuge herself 1n the palace of the
Nawab-i-" Aliya, and tlns unfortunate Jady’s jAgfr was
also confiscated, because sho conld not bLelp gving
protection 1o ber son’s wmidow, The Wazir, whooned
the two Lhwnjasaras a grudge from hus boyhood, now
put them m iron feticrs and omtted no detul of bodily
inflictions, outrages, and indigmties He sacked lus
mother’s residence and took from 1t 50 lakhs of rupees:
1m cash, and 50 Iakhs of profetty, 1n gold, slver, and
clothes, wd returned to Luckhow Hawdar Beg Khin,
who owed Ins very hife to the Begams and Bahar Aly
Khan, did not utter even one word in therr favour,

but seems to have heen the cause of the aggravation
of therr misfortunes

Tw this year the quarrel oceurred between me and
Hudar Beg Khan Tt happencd as follows . Haidar
Bey Khan who had bees emboldened from the tims of
Mr Bnstow's sccond appomntment, became moro se-
cure after mecting tho Governor and experieneing Ins
Lindpess, gnd grew still bolder than ever  Under the
cloak of loyalty Lo was rebellious and insolent  Ac-
cordingly lo defented by every pretenco he could de-
vise, the measures enjorned by the Company , andaf he
could not defeat them, deferred thetr execntion , and of
neither of thewo courses was possible, be tutored the
Wazfr to say ¢ yes,” * very well,” and mhe excuses,
and after all these subterfuges he used to carry out
only a tenth or a tnfling gart of everytling  Mr
Middleton and dlr. Johnson, who had been apponted
to carry out orders through lnm, were continually
disherrtened and dhistracted, and Alméis Al Khén,
now finding lus opportumity, after having kept Mr
Bristow for <ome anccesstse vears 1o suspense between
hope and fesr, obtamed a reduction of revenue, and
all collectors followed Almtis Alt's examplo and pro-
cured & reduct on of revenue and introduced an 1n-
crewse of expenditure Hudar Beg Khén, on account
of the presence of Enghsh supervisors, feared tho dis-
closare of tho dihonesty of lus own collectors, and
could do nothung but concihato them  In conte-
quence of this, ina fun years, one-third of tho revenue,
which mas about a hror, was lost 1n 1 manuer which
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will be expluned, and the collectors becoming nde-
pendent, treated Hardar Beg Khan wnd thg tenants just
s they liked , and the powerful tenntry, deiven to ex
tremities, began to become refractory  On account of
this disorder and the delay n the affawrs of the Com
pany, the two gentlemen (Mr BMiddleton and BMr
Johnson) agreed that they should not be dependent on
Hardar Beg Khén for the discharge of the business of
the Company, and that they should put some one for-
ward through whom they might transact some affars,
and thus render Haudar Beg Kban less absolute and
more compliant  Accordingly, Ismu 1l Beg Shural,
Shaihh Shafi ullah, Murad ullth Khan, Mirza Shafi
Kb#in, and two others, came forsward, ono after another,
for this purpose Hawdar Beg Kban mado some of
them seeretly lus friends, and cansed others to be dis
mussed on proving nets of embezzlement against them
e grew bolder and endeavonred to render Mr Mid
dleton anl Bir Johnsoh powerless o sought out
plans to produce disordbr in the jagirs which were m
Mr iddletons trust Ono of these wastlns e
gave a Innt to Balbhadr Singh, a zamindar in one of
these jAgirs, who had long been enjoying an allow-
ance of hs 500 2 mouth from the Begam, and was
residing on tl e other sido of the Jamna, to commenco
a distarbance, and tlis disorder continued for two
years  Althaugh as many as tvo or three Dnglish
regiments and =1x or seven thonsand men of tht Wa-
2fr s army were dotaclied to expol him, they could net
effect lus espulsion, for Mirza Shafi Khan, Mr Mid-
dleton s gomashtn, was secretly siding with Hudar
Beg Khén, and the Hindustan troops, beeause they
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were of good family, and the Lngheh troops, becanco
they wero associated with the Hindustaunis, frvoured
Haudar Beg Rhfin and did not exert themselyes About
this trune Almas Al Khiin, at Hadar Beg Khan's -
stigation, represented the jama’ of Salar Jang’s jigir
to Le five 11kl of rupees, and 1n the course of corres-
poudence tendered lus resignation  His idea in dong
thiswas, that as only three or four months remained
of the perod of collection, and the zimindars had
Lnown lim for 27 years, they would certanly not
throw 1n their weight agunst lum, and thus thes jigic
would deteriorato like the Begam’s jagir, and Mr
Middleton Inmself and the public generally would see
how helpless ho (Mr Mhddleton) was, and thus ho
{Almés Al Khin) would of a necessity be placed by
them (Mr 3hiddleton and Mr. Johnson) 1n eharge of
both jégirs agua from the hegiamng of the next fash
year  But Mr Jolnson, girding limeelf to the tash
of tho two jigirs and resolving to carry out Ins word,
invated my scaistance m lus undertabing I ashed to
bo exensed for fear I should excite the cnmuty of Ha-
dar Beg Khan  Mr, Jelinson weasted on my aiding
fim, and by promuses of protection and farour nduced
me to ondertake tho business At the beginmng of
the undertahing Hadar Beg Kbén and Almas Al

Khén, m the prude of their powerand on the strength
of the disorder of the jugirs and the scattered posi-
tion eof tho pargans, raised doubts everywhere
i the whole bubah as te my abiity to manage

them, and made hight of mo, but many respectablo
persons who fiad suffured, became as ready toobey as

they Lad been refractory, becauso the facility with
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which I carred on affurs was Lnown through the
whole Subah and patent to the eyes of Haidar Beg,
Almas Al, and all ther collectors Although the
revenue of the jagirs was not very large, being not
quite 20 lakhs, yet the parganas were scattored all
over the Subah My pfubs, however, were so well
acquarnted with, and gathered such mtimate hnow
ledge of, the affairs of the parganas, that thay used to
discharge tleir business and stand m readiness to take
farther orders,und 10 this way the habitual refractor-
ness of Hudar Beg s time, and the yearl§ clamours
of Almés Alr and the collectors for reduction of the
revenue, camo to an end, and my niibs showed an
mcrease of revenue All this can be proved by -
spection of the papers of the years preceding and snc-
ceeding this year which are 1 the Wazir's office  All
the affmirs of Mr Johnson, boing undertaben with
system, were 1 this way daly progressing, when, as
fate would have it, the eards wero agan shuffled, as
will be explained hereafter, and fortuno favoured the
scoundrols

The services which I rendered to the Wazue's gos-
crnment during tis period were three, Ilirst was
the saving of tno lakls of rupees taufir from Sdlac
Jangs ybgir, the rovenue of which Almas Al had
represented to be five lakhs, whereas I collected sevon
lakhe  The gxplanation of this 13 1s follows —The
zamiodars of the jigir fled at firat, as Almis A1 Lad
expected  After a covenant, beanag Mr Bliddleton’s
scal, to the effect that they woald never again bo
handed over to Almis Ak, lad been sent to them,
they returned and disclosed the tyranny and oppres
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<ion of Almbs Alr, and the agreement was made that
they should pay to the Government something less
than tho wmiount wlieh Almés Al had used to realizo
by Mbfm talisl  Thus aithough a rednchion of
30,000 rupees was made, seven lakhs were realizod
from that ydgte  As Almfis Al had alw vy s represent-
ed a [lling off i all the maléls entrusted to him, and
had handed n 2 written under-statement of the reve-
uuo of ths Higfr, and as the disclosuro of a taufic of
two lahba would show he was a thief and shot Ius
mouth agtnst ashing yearly for a redaction, and as
the sume suspicions would anse agunst all Hudar
Deg Khifin’s nfubs, the latter and Almas Al did all
they could to lead me astrav, bat 1t was of no nse
* Among other things, Hwdar Beg hhén promised to
Ict mo have the two lakbs taufir to spend, »f only I
did not tell Mr Johnson,and privately sided with him,
but, having regard for Mr Johnson’s claims on me, I

Tlus servico was effieted by threo operatione
Iirst, Tahienated the aflection of s elansmen from
hum, and cut the cord which bound his band together
Mirzn Shafi’ Khan, by withdrawing at Hadar Begs
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suggestion the 500 rupees a month allowed to Balbhadr,
had cnused Ius musconduet, and his brothers and clans-
men believing him to have right on hus sxde, could not
help joimng him  Therefore I called up lus agent 1
the presence of Ius brothers and I offered him anal
lowance of es much as 2,000 rupees o month, 10 add:-
tion to those villages on which ho hed previously
recerved 500 rupees a month for lus support, Lut he
stood out for moro and did not agree to this His
Lrothers now conceived that by s refus'd ho was
handing them over to death.

to these two gentlemen and ehagrin at my sepacation
from them, as well as my wntipathy to Hmdar Beg
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Khan, led me to resign my employment  Although
Mr Middleton wrote to e repeatedly that Mr Bristow
would extend to mo the sxmo protection tnd considera
tion that ho had done, I did not recover my confidence,
and o closed my acconnts with their government
Hadar Beg KbAn, though bo desired to have rovengo
on mo, was far seeing and was pleased with my retire
ment, and gavo me an acquittance receipt without gong
nto accounts  After this blow over, I gave up the pur-
suit of Balbhadr Singh and went to a village on threo

were Lilled  Balbhadr Singh fled with the sarvivors
to the Lank of the niver and began to eross My men
coming up fired a volley from their mnshets  Twoont
of five boats sank witlt all on board, about 500 men,
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and all were drowned  DBalbhadr Singh wns dniven
away 1n a wretehed plight, half dead with foar  There
was not ong village m the jgir of which somo well-
known people were not hilled  Aftor tlus wictory I
folt at my ease and, before another collector was ap-
ponted, I collected a lakh of rupees and T pard off both
soldiers and revenne police I then came to Luchnow
and harried to call oa Mr  Bristow =s Me Middloton
had left

The end of Balbhadr Singh was this I the raby’
of the same year he rotarned to tlus sde of “tho river
His clansmen, sfter tho sci-e they had got, refruned
from joimng him, and he proceeded to loot with threo
hundred newly-recrmited horso and foot. Isma'il Bog
Khén, my naib, and Major Lumsden and other ofhcers
of two Baglish tegiments whteh had baen thore from
my time, surrounded the jungle, and, as no stronghold
had been left to him, succeeded 1 reaching him, and
passing throogh the stockades® where Ins servants
were, wounded apd captared him  Noxt day ho died
of Tus wounds

A third service which I rondered was the wahing
up of Hudar Beg Khfin, Almis Al and all the
collectors, and the causing them to stand upright i
the service of the Wazir, as has already been
desenibed

In thns year Haidar Beg dismissed and imprisaned
Tapar Chand Khazanchy, and placed 1 chargo of the
treasury Dyarrd, who had cansed the distarbanco at

Bristow was strongly supported by the members of
Council, things had been carried on by me with suc-
eess , abundant means of defeating Hudar Beg wero
4t hand, and ali that he wished was sure to be
effected and in delay there was the dinger of the
opportunity bemng lost and of Governor Hastings
recovering control Tlus was actnally what hap-
pened  When my "liga was divided out, over one-
Dalf was entrusted to two or three friends of Hudar
Beg Khan's, and the rest was left with Isma’fl Beg
Khban and Taqu Beg Khan, nbs of mme JTsma’il
Beg got nothing whatever In the next year, Go-
vernor Hastings regned lus power and he removed
Mr Bristow on pretence of a change of plans
Another event of this year was the estabhshment
of courts of law  Qa tlus point 1t has to be said that,
notwithstanding the mmesnse populttion and the mag.
mficence of Lucl now, there was not, and there 1s not,
any recognized jurisdiction of courts of. criminal or
avil law. Al transactions of money-lending are
stopped and every one who has the power oppresses

Anotber oppression 1s that winch the Wazir’s sub-
Jects suffer 1 his two regular tours, for Ins camp-
followers have permussion to take grass, bhusa, fire-
wooed, earthen pots andeother such things, and the
subjects aro 8o accustomed to opprossion, that they
rechon this tyranny nothing  but these men, on pre~
tence of tahing these things, levy as much gran and
money as they go along, from the fields and honses of
tho peasantry, as Leeps them for two or three months
on lour and fcrms a fund for two or three months at
Lucknow  Add’ to this, they burn at night for illa-
1minations the houses ot the peasants, wiich are vacated
Lecanse of the nearness of the eamp  and the cogsump-
tion of firesood and other supplies already mentioned
15 50 greata the camp, that they pull out the pillars
of the people s houses and throw down the thatch to
get wood for cooking their half scr of flonr.

Mubin, a cclobrated scholar, for some months during
Mr Bnstow’s time, to the post of Cisil Judge, and
after Mr Bristow’s removal ho appomted Mubammad
Nasir Kb, a son of Mukhtiru’d Daulah's paternal
uncle, and 1 personal friend of lis own, o this post,
and fixed salaries far court ofictals  After 2 couplo of
1cars the ofherals,being unpud, dispersed, and Maham-
mad Nasfe Khan even left his nattse place and took up
lus residenco 1n Bonares.  In 1207 A H , for some un«
Lnown reason, Tikaut Rat nominated to this office Mufu
Ghulam Hazrat, who 1s emunently quahfied for tho
duty  Although the Muft: still continues apporated to
tha bench, yet, oning to tho delays 1n payment of tho
offictals of tho court and to tho authority usurpel by
wfluegtial men in tho eity, ho might as well not cxst,
I tlus year Me Cooper, who hnd been appointed
1n Mr Johnson's steul as Mr Bristow’s assi<tant, hept
Jumeel aloof from very shame, and being unable to

In this year Khwayé *Amnu’ddin was removed from
Barel: on Mr. Bristow’s complant, for the rmn he was
there worhing, and Réja Surat Singh was appointed
1 Ins stead He went there from Sarwar and died
after a lapse of a year and a few months  Then Raja
Jagan Nath, who had been sent as lus assistant and
deputy, on account of the close of the wvil courts,
was appointed principal, and the foundations of pros-
penty were lud in that provines, but the unfor-
tanate subjects of the Wazfe who trusted 1z lnm were
again involved in ealamity, for 1n 1200 A H. Hadar
Beg dismissed Raja Jagan Nath and merged the dis-
tnet 1n that of Jhao L’al. Jhao Lal's nmb was
Bhagwhndés, whose father was the notorious BAlak
Rém, a relative of Jhao, LInl’s, This Bhagwin Dis
acted so 1mmoderately that he was lilled by a collec-
tor. The province was then made over to Mirza Mahdx
and became excessively impoverished. The effects
of Ins oppression extended even beyond the mélgu-
zfirs to others, 1n the form of honse-tases and corn-tnx,
and even went as far 2s taking a tenth of thewr thread
from women who worked spinning wheels, so that Ins
tyraony became a proverb, Rija Jagan Néth was
placed under surverllance on a chargo of false acgounts,
and after the desth of Haidar Beg Khén was rigor-
< ously 1mprisoned through the mahgmity of Trkait Rai.
o died of a brohen heart 10 1207 A, I, and was thas
freed from the fezr of tyrants,
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In this year occurred the dismissal of Mr. Bristow
and tho appointment of Major Palmer to sacceed him
This camo sbout as follows During the whole of
Mr Bnstow’s, tenure of office, Major Palmer stayed
at Lucknow and exposed all Hadar Beg Khén's les
to the Governor Lot this renson the Governor,
baving now reedvered power, explaned to tho Counel
how the Wazic's affatrs were daily becoming worse,
and how Hardar Beg was Inying the blame on the Com-
pany & gomfishtas, 1nd sud that 1t seemed adwisable,
m order tq test m, to remove the Resident and go-
mishtas from Lucknow, and to leave Major Palmer
theroas the Governors agent  Hence Mr Brstow was
dismssed and Isma'il Beg Shurah, who has been
connected with every Resident from the dvys of the
lato Nawfib until now, as lus postal agent, had not
couraga enough to remaia at Lueknow and went with
Mr Bristow to Caleuttr. For this reason ho des-
troyed tho acconnts of two years, and besides this ho
tooh a vast sum ont of the collections of Allahabad on
Ius way down country. He died not long afterwards
m tho neighbourhood of Calenita  After lus heaping
up, with an utter distegard of the sufferings of men, &
fortune, wlhich 13 belioved to have been many lahhs of
rupees, lug cluldren aro nov reaping tho reward of
their father’s sina and aro hiving 10 extreme poverty
and distress  Jsnd'il’s money was in deposit with
other people, and any ono who held money when ho
died, misappropraated it

1 also detormined to leave Lucknow at the same
ume wiwh e Sristow, Sut Muadar Seg Ko decme
very umportugate, wrote a letter with his own Lasd
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beforo the open Quréin, expressing his satisfaction with
me, ad professmg hicaself clear with me, and sorry
for his lltreatment of me, and declaring good 1ntentions
toward me for the future, and gave ittomo  Althongh
1 Laew of old the laxity of hus promises, yet, reflecting
on my want of employment and the Jach of interest 1
me <hown by the Enghsh, I considered 1t best o
accept Ins professions, and I remained for some years
waiting for sometling to turn up, and proved toall
my and lus faithl
Another event of this year was the visit.of Gover-
nor Hastings to Luchnow. The Wazfr went to Bona«
res to moeb bim and put hum up in bys Diwénkhang,
avhich 1s hnown as the Imérat Baoli, and entertamed
hum s an esteemed guest.  Whule the Governor was at
Lucknow, there arose a famine and high prices pre-
vauled such as men had not heard of for hundreds of
years Thonsands of people died daily of mnamtion,
and the heaps of corpseg which accumulated 1n the
snburbs caused a stench 1o the whole city. In this
distress gome Linglish people who were remding at
Lucknow, showed great sympathy for the famme-
stricken poor, each of them provided food and medieal
attendance for five hundred or a thousand helpless
people while the famine lasted, and then sent them
home Hasdar Begused datly to give out 2 thonsand
rapees by Governor Hastings’ command, to be divided
out {o the 10firm sufferers, but as the distrnibutors pero
avarictous men, npeedy slaves and commandu.ntg of
Haidar Beg’s regiments, they abused tho trost and
weed to appropriate more than half io themselves
And so gieat was the disorder they allowed at distni-
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bution, that heads, hnds and other mbs of appheants
for relief were Lurt, nay lives were actually lostin tho
seramble.  Besides tins, 1f a young girl who could
talk well and bad o pleasant voice met their view n
the crowd,]thoy hurried ber to Hadar Beg Khwn's
haram,;and sndecd most of Hudar Beg'a cluldren aro
by theao girfs It must be saxd that, 1f thewr master1s
su heedless 1n the treatment of the creatures of God,
that he 1s bent on the gratification of lust even 1 the
mdst of such distress and cohnbits with such persons,
1t 13 not tq be wondered at 5f lus servants aro avariets
ous of money Hoidar Beg Khan was, from the com-
mencement of Ing eareor, grven to distnbuting mouney
0 such ways that the hands and feet and heads of the
poor wero brohen, for ho had a thorough bchief in tho
s1yings of astrologers, and these men used sometimes
to weigh lum 1n o bilanco nnd got the equal of his
weight 12 silver, copper aud clothes, and sometimes
they ordered lum to distrihute coppers to the poor,
and sometimes also when he was knmself n fear for
any reason, he used to do the same  To this day one
result of Hardar Beg's folly 1s seen in Lucknow, sur-
vising ass mementoof luim A number of proficsonal
boggzars, who post themselses at particular plices, have
taken to domand filse charity such as he need to guve,
and handreds of porsons 1o every street of the ety
pull tho hands and clothes of respectablo passers-by,
80 \h:\t it1s dufficalt to go atong the read, for1f any-
thing bo guen they drag the donor from lus velnclo
or horse, aud tho strong among them hick and thamp
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tongues  Any one who has been i Luchuow and
felt the hands or tongues of theso rascals, hnows that
there can be no greater evil thar almsgiving of this
kind

Durnng this period Prince Jawan Bahht fed from
Shéh)rhéobad and came to Lucknow.  The Governor
and Wazir went to receive hum and treated im
with the usual ceremony. A pension of three lakhs
per sonum was assigned to lam As he had a pohi-
tical connectton with the Wazir, a close intimacy
also sprang up between them, but this intimacy was
destroyed by the prmce's youthful follies, one of which
was lus marriage with two women of the town, and so»
the pringe elected to reside at Benares : but aftor the
quarrel between IsmA’il Beg and Ghulim Qadir, and
the departure of the Patel, the prince eame with Lord
Cornwallis up to the suburbs of Lucknow and went on
towards Bhahjahanfbid without emenng Lucknow.
Reforo he arrived at Delby, a large gathering formed
round him, and 1f he had been of the right stuff he
could have snatched the emptre,  But he was swayed
by the ease he bad tasted at Benares, and after visite
1ng hus father, he bronght away Ius family to Akbara-
bad on pretence of managing that Subab, and burried
straight from there to Lucknow. As the Wazfr did not
on this oceaston come out to meet him or show Inm any
respect, he went again to Benares, where he died soon
sfterwards of cholera This happened at the end of
Sha'bfn 1202 A. H. His penvon was about to be
discontinued on account of his misconduct already men-
tiomed, bot, owing to the humanity of Lord Cornwallisj
1t was spread over his wives and children.
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Another of tho events of ths period was the banish-
ment of Mirza Hasan, n young Mughal retuner of
this Government, a provident and exporrenced wan,
who was at this time superintendent of the Wazfr's
domestic offices, n1y, Ins very soul and tongue Thio
reason of his was as follows —BMirza Hasan redaced
tho evpences in every department of the Wazfr's
Lionsehold, fised a monthly salary for hus servants, aud
put an cnd to their indolence and the oppresstons they
commutted on the Wazir's subject= o placed trust-
worthy harbfiras over the daroghas, and stopped tho
Labitual embezrlement and theft practiced 1n all de-
partments.  His economy 10 all his urrangements was
g0 great that, 1f detailed, 1t would bo deemed exngger-
ated I they wanted one straw from the \Wazir's
garden, offering even a gold mobar for 1t, they could
not get 1t Accordingly, the daroghas and their *amla,
among whom was Maulwi Iazl Azim, Sarbarthhdr
of the Bawarclukhuana, conspired to get nd of lum
Tho Maulav: complained agaunst him to Hasan Raza
Kbén, and, as Hadar Beg was angry with lim for
dunomng lum for money for the Wazirs espenses, tho
two carried tales aboat lum to the Governor The
Governor merely said to tell tho Wazir that men of
this class were not fit to bo entertained by am 1a hus
persenal servico Hardar Beg retmled thisin an ex-
aggerated form to the Wazir, and tho Wazfe, although
be lmlg bum dearer than Lifo becanzo of lus meanness,
at once gave orders for bis bamishment from the aity.
Tho unfortunate man was not allowed timo to draw
breath, reticed to Kaip, and died thero after n few

years  Governor Hastings, who was fully aware of
x
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Haidar Beg’s faults, and had 1ntended in this visit to
procure his dismissal and to set the Wazir's affuirs
straight, was compelled to go to England to settlo some
prgent matters, and was unable to carry out bis de~
signs. So, reconding Major Palmer’s efforts, he exerted
Iumself to have Haidar Bog Khfu made permaneht,
and left for Galeutta, Nextyear he sailed for Dngland.

[14th November, 1784—3rd November, 1785 ]

In this year Hadar Beg, 13 Governor Hastings
had left for Dngland and Governor Macpherson was
only temporary, went farther than befors and entrust-
ed the revenue and military affairs of the province to
persons who had helped him 1n hus previons troubles
Ho now plotte I against some well known men, nobles
and militay officers, who had up to that ime man-
aged to hold their own  In tho courso of timo he
overthrew them Among these wero Jamshe! Beg
and Khwaga No'mptallah - Ho sent them from Luck-
now with 2,000 Tark eawdrs on tho pretences of thair
assisting *Ata Bog Khén, a relative of lus and fauyddr
of A'zamgarh  The Khin was wuting for them aad
gave tho order for the disbanding of the Turk sxnfrs,
and produce I « firmén for their plunder 1n case they
should teturn to Lucknow On this nccount most of
theeo sawfirs went off to Akbarabid

Anothor of Haidar Beg s nets was the disbanding
of the remiment wlich had captared tho fort of Gwa-
hiar  Thys rogunent was in the Company’s service and
came with the Governor to Lucknos  The Wazir nas

Hmdar Beg was mn hus secret  .As Major Palmer’s
appointment had 1ts erigin 1n a conspuacy agast the
public welfare and a desire to promote hus own private

Inthis year Hmdar Beg, when be heard of the
digmfied beaning and noble qualities of Lord Corn-
sealls, who had arnved 1n Caleutta as Governor, went
to Bengsl Tins nobleman, whoe was free from all
gule and ennrely withouts motives, was completely
decersed by Ius apparent openness, and treated hun
with courtesy and trust  Accordingly, Haidar Beg,
embracing the opportunity, carried several points with

Lord Cornwallis and returned to Luchnow suecessfal
and exuliant  Among theso matters were (1) are-
duction 1 the annual payment to the Company , (2)
& remtssion of the arrcars of pastyears , 13 the aboli-
tion of tho taxes imposed to meet the erpenses of the
cantgnmients, and the removal of oSerrs who wero
employed 1n the service of the Silah, Nime montls
clapsed between Jus departare 259 bug pvinen,
Immediately on lus retorn ks gzare!ied with Thas
Lal and made Barel orer tp 21y Makdy, who ko
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already been mentioned, a maz who, 1t was notorious,
had not even the abihity to fill the post, and who was
one of Tikait R & nssocates and reckoned among g
protlgés  JThav Lial s house and all s property wero
confiscated to meet the accounts, and he was himself
mmpnsoned  After a year and a half he managed to
satisly Hardar Beg and was released

Two months af er Hadar Begs return, Colons!
Hauper was removed, and Mr F ® was appointed, and
At the same time the news of Lord Cornwallis ntention
to visit Lucknow was received  The Waair went to
Allzhabid to recerve him, nnd Haidar Beg went as far
s Benares, and they returned together  In accordancs
with custom they entertained the Governor and pre-
seofed money, goods, apd curiomties , but Lord Corn-
wallis wonld not take anything whatever of all they
presented, and he endeavonred to ont-do all pravions
Governors in the marks of respect and courtesy which
he showed the Wazir In fact, Lord Cornwalls, as

Al traneactions of money-lending are
stopped and every one who has the power oppreescs
somo ono else, and the only punishinent metedsout to
an oppressor 1s when the sufferer takes hus hfe 1 bys
hand and secks hus revesgo lumself, or when somo
mfluential man 1n the ety tales Lum under lus wing.
Qaz1 Ghulhim Mostafu and Mufts Ghalim Jazrat and
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many famous learned men—for there aro numbers of
accompliched and just and discerming men of ether
countries also hera—elected to reman 1 their private
houses, through fear of the sneers and ridiculo of the
Wazir’s servants  Besides thus, the Wazir’s servants
generally make their chobdérs therr agents and obtam
fatwA’s and decrees such as they desire  The position
of chief justice of the Subah,a digmty which s the
nearest to that of the Subahdar lumself, and an offico
to be filled only by men of great Lnowledge and high
bearing, htd been conferred some years before on
Bhawam Singh Réja,an orderly of the Wazir’s, and 1s
now filled by some one else bhe him  This results
wholly from the villmny of the Wazir’s servants, who
desire to have no rule but their own o the eity, and
while they do not allow him a chance of doing justice,
they blame 1t on Ius 1ll-health,

When the Wazir does hold & court of justice, what
hie does 18, he deputes a chobdar with the compl £
and tells lum to “go and do what this oppressor, who
makes himself out to be oppressed, wants,” but the pro«
tection of the oppressor 1s everywhere the custom  The
Wazir1s 1n the matter of eriminal justice ntterly heed-
Yess There was a fireworh-maher in the Wazir's ser-
vice lived 1n the Sabzz muhallr, 10 which 1s my house,
and hg used to entice children of mine and ten vears,of
age by theirlove of fireworhs and hill them at the bid-
ding of wizards, notil men got a clue and dug up lus
houso. They exhumed several corpses of ehldren with

their tongues and hearts cat out and their faces burned,

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and carried them 1n that state to the Wazir's door, but
for all their eries and lamentations there was no notico
taken of them The fireworl. maker remtined m con-
cealment for some days, but now carries s head as
lugh as ever m that muballa, and frghtens the parents
of the murdered children with accusitions of plunder~
g the Wazi’s property  Here 15 another illastration.
A man named Nauroz Kban hilled Raza Beg Mughal,
a relative of the late Nawab As the culprit was a
relative of Jhao L'al, all the deceased’s mother’s ap~
peals for Justice were vain, and at last twoe lads abonk
fifteen years of agre, sons of the deceased’s mister, hilled
the murdever at the Wazir’s gateand ran away. Though
the Wazir searched for them, they were not to be
found. Cases Like this are too numerous to be written.
Anotber oppression 1s that which the Wazir's sub~
Jects suffer 1 his two regular tours, for Ins camp-
followers have permusston to tale grass, bhuss, fire-
wood, ctrthen pois andeother such things, and the
subjects are so accustomed fo oppression, that they
rechon this tyranny nothung  but these men, on pre~
tence of taking these things, levy as much gram and
mouey as they go along, from the fields and houses of

Beg Tho latter, feariog lest Mr Brstow should
limself undertake these matters, appomted Maulam
Miibin, a celobrated scholar, for some months during
Mr Bustow’s time, to the post of Civil Judge, and
after }r Bustow’s removal ho apponted Mubammnad
Nasir Khén, a son of Mukhtro’d Danlah's paternal
uncle, and 2 personal friend of lus own, to this post,
and fixed salres for court officials  After a couple of
years the officials, being unpad, dispersed, and Mabam-
mad Nasfe Khan evenleft hrs native place and took up
Ins restdence 1n Benares  In 1207 A H , for some un«
known reason, Tihait Rai nominated to this offico Muftr

The effects
of Ius oppression estended even beyond the mélgu-
zfirs to others, i the form of honse-t1xes and corn-tnx,
and even went as far as taking a tenth of therr thread
from women who worked spinning wheels, so that lus
tyrauny became a proverh Rfja Jagan Nath was
placed under survesllance on a charge of false acqounts,
and after the death of Hadar Beg Khan was rigor-
- ously imprisoned through the malignity of Tikait Rar.
He died of a brohen heart 1n 1207 A, H, and was thas
freed from the fear of tyrants,
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In this year occurred the dismssal of Mr Dristow
and tho appontment of Major Palmer to snnceed him
This came sbout as follows During the whole of
Mr Bnstow's, tenure of office, Major Palmer stayed
at Liucknow and esposed all Hadar Beg Khén’s lies
to the Governor For this renson the Governor,
having now recovered power, explaned to the Couneil
how the Wazir s affairs were daily becommg worse,
and bow Haudar Beg was laying the blame on the Com-
pany s gomashtas, and said that 1t seemed advisable,
1n order tq test lum, to remove the Resdent and go-
mashtas from Luckoow, aud to leave Major Palmer
thero as the Governors agent Hence Mr Bristow was
dismissed and Ysma'fl Beg Shurah, who has been
connected with every Resident from the days of the
late Nawéb until now, as lus postal agent, had not
courage enough to remai at Lucknow and went with
Mr DBristow to Caleutts.  For this reason he des-
troyed the accounts of two years, and besides this he
took a vast sum out of the collections of Allahabad on
Ius way down country He died not long afterwards
m the neighbourhood of Caleutta  After Ius heaping
up, with an utter disregard of the sufferings of men, a
fortune, »hich 13 belisyed to has e been many lakhs of
rupoees, lus cluldren are now reaping the reward of
their father’s sins and are living 1n extrema poverty
and distress Ismails money was in deposit with
other people, and any ome who held money when he
died, misappropriated 1t

T also determined to leave Lucknow at tho stmo
timo with 3r Brstow, but Hudar Beg Khfin became
very imporfunate, wroto « letter with hus own hand

me, and professing himself elear with me, and sorry
for s 1lltreatment of me, and declaring good 1ntentions
toward me for the fature, and gave 1t to me  Althongh
1 koew of old the laxity of ms promises, yet, reflecting
on my want of employment and the lack of interest 12
me shown by the Dnghsh, I conmdered 1t best to
accept lus professions, and I remaned for some years
waiting for something to turn up, and proved to all
my 1 and lus faith!

Another event of this year was the visiteof Gover-
nor Hastings to Lincknow  The Wazir went to Bena-
res to meet nm and put him up m s Diwdn-khéng,
avhich 13 known as the Imfirat Baoli, and entertamed
lum s an esteemed guest  Winle the Governor was at
Luckuow, there arose a famine and high prices pre-
vailed such as men had not heard of for hundreds of
yoars  Thousands of people died daily of imamtion,
and the heaps of corpseg which accumulated 1n the
suburbs caused a stench 1e the whole city  In this
distress some Tnglsh people who were resding at
Lucknow, showed great sympathy for the famine-
stricken poor, each of them provided food and medieal

attendance for five hundred or a thousand helpless
people while the famune lasted, and then sent them
home Hamdar Beg used datly to give out a thousand
rupees by Governor Hastings’ command, to be dinided
out to the mnfirm sufferers, but 1s the distributors yera
avaricious men, needy slaves and commandants of
Mmdar Beg's regiments, they abused the trust and
used to appropriais more than half to themselves
And so great was the disorder they allowed at distni-
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bution, that hends, hands and other imbs of applicants
for rehef wero hart, nay Inves were actually lostin tho
scramble  Besides this, if & young gul who could
talk well and bad 2 pleasant voice met their view m
the crowd,}they hurned her to Hardar Beg Khan's
haram,jand 1adeed most of Hardar Beg's cluldren are
by these girls It must be said that, if their master 13
so heedless 1n the treatment of the creatures of God,
that he 1s bent on the gratification of lust even 1n the
mdst of such distress and cohabits with such persons,
1t 13 ot to be wondered at of lus sorvants are avane-
ous of money Hardar Beg Khan was from the com-
mencement of Ius eareer, given to distributing money

weight 1 miver, copper and clothes, and sometimes

beggars, who post t! emselves at particular places, have
taken to demand filse charty sach as he used to guve,
and linndreds of persons in every street of the aty
pull tho hands and clothes of respectable passers by,
80 th:\t 1t 1s difficalt to go along the rvad, for if any-

ﬂuna be given they drig the donor from his vehicle
or borse, and the strong among them kick 2nd thomp
the weakh and tabe their ahare, and if nothing 1s

guen, thoy indulge 1o every abuse that comes to their
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already been mentioned, « mar who, 1t was notorious,
had not even the abihty to 811 the post, and whb was
one of Tikait Rur’s associates and reckoned among his
protdgés  Jhao Lial's house and all huis property were
confiscated to meet the accounts, and he was himselt
imprisoned.

Two months af.er Hmdar Beg’s return, Colonel
Hauper ws removed, and Mr I' * was appointed, and
at the sume fime the news of Lord Cornwallis’ intentron
to visit Lucknon was recessed  The Waalr went to
Allahibid to receive him, and Haidar Beg went as far
a9 Benares, and they returned together  In accordanes
with custom they entertnned the Governor and pre-
sented mouey, goods, and curiosities , but Lord Corn-
wallis would not take anything ‘vhatever of all they
pr d, and he end d to out-do all previons
Governors in the marhs of respact and courtesy which
he showed the Wazir In fiot, Lord Cornwallis, as
ihe couplet puts 1t,—

‘What knoweth o of 1es wha lives and speaks anght ?
Crooked or strught alike a candlo gives but hight

magmuch 2s ho was imself straightfornard, thought
the Wazir and Haidar Beg werealsoso  Inhis large-
heartedness and Ins appreciation of degrees of nobility,
ho took the Wazir to be like the Wazira and Princes
of ether countries, and fancied that previous Gover-
nors, not having been of noble family, had fuled to
pay due regard to tho high descent of the Vazr,
and used to inferfere unnecessarly in hig affairs
So he sard to lumeelf that, if ho respected the dignity

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of the Warir, it would show his discrimination and
further tha interests of tho Company, for most can be
mado of men of rank in this way. .Accordingly he
adopted the line of policy deseribed. The Wazir now
made n great mistake and began to fancy himself
somebody of importance, and to think that ho had for
no reason submitted 8o long to the worry of Gover-
nors, When Lord Cornwallis discovered the extent of
Haidar Beg's impostures aud the Waz{r’s want of
Qignity, he became ashamed of himself, and resolved
to roemedy, what he had done, but for somo rea-
sons this resolution did not take the shape of pub-
Lo action. This made the Wazfr more obstinate., The
ﬁrst reason was the stability of the Governor’s char-
/actur 1t was not usual witly him to rnn impetuously
or readily in the opposite course to what Le had pur-
sued. 'The sccond was his want of skill in ¢ivil admin-
istration aud details of government. The third was the
complicity of Alr, F, with the Wazfr and Haidar Beg.
All the faults he had detected in his time, o conceal-
ed owing fo bis great avarice. The fourth reasonwnas
that Haidar Beg Kbin conciliated the Governor’s staff
aud the members of Council and most of their friends
in Cualentta, cven their very servauts, through tho
skilful offices of Tafazzul Husen Khiin, so that no ono
might mention his villainies, and if any ono mado
preparations for exposing him, he might be foiled by
tho muttiplicity of his friends. For all theso reasons,
how %ould Lord Cornwallis, with his military simpli-
city, gaina complete insight into all the rmmfications
of Haidér Beg's raseality and deceit ?

In this year Haidar Beg died, and Tiknit Rai was
uppointed in his place. As already related, a vast
number of women were gathered into Haidar Beg’s
house in the famine year. Owing to this and to the
old age of scventy years nhich he lhad reached, ho
becrme impotent, but his Iust became more keen, and
he ashed [Hakim Shifd's Khin for spme medicine.
The hakim told lum to dip a shoot of grass in cinna-
mon "tar and rab it on botel leaf, and eat it onco
or twicea day. Haidar Beg, finding this beneficial,
began tq use it freely without informing the hakim.

Corawallis, when he heard my representat ons, afte
my arrival 1 Caleatla, promised to help me when op-
portumty ocenrred, and nonunated mo for the time to
the agency at Hudarfibud , but owing to the war with
Tippu wiuch then broke oat, and lus own departure
for the Daklun, he Lept my appointment m abeyance
The Governor-General, therefore, made some verbal

I this year General Abererombio came by boat to
Cawnpore for military nspection,  ITo was still on
lus journey when the Ruhela war ro-opened. The
Wazir, who mterniewed hun opposite Dalmau, was
induced after much entreaty to fight against Ghulim
Mubaimmad. .

The causo of this was us follows :— At this period
Famzollah, son of Muhimmad Al, sen of Muham-
mad Khén, who had obtuned after Hifiz Rahmat's
death, a jagie yielding twelve Iakhs of rupees, and had
by his shiil and prudence tripled the revenne, and
gathered together all tho peopls of his tribe, died.
1113 eldest son, Mal 1 Ali Khén, ded Lim
ns his heir by the Wazde's orders, but within a few
days, as the liearts of the leaders of the clan were
cstranged from him on account of his unbridied
tongue and s want of valour, his jounger brother,
Ghulam Muhamimad, whe was in command of tha
troops and had many good qualities, Killed him. Ho
calculated that, a9it was the custom throughout the
Sdbak that the survivor should continne to pay the
Wazir's revenuce, and no questions wero ashed, there
ssould be no chance of any interferenco by the Wazir,
But, as the strength of this clan had been jealously
marked by the Lnglish from the time of Faizullah,
and they had had nothing to lay hold of hitherto
oning to Taizallah Khin's prodence, Governor Sir
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John Shore, now thinking this an opporiumty for
crushingy the clan, wrote to General Abercrombie to
that effect  The Wazr, as kis bunting season was
near, began to rase excuses, and to look for pre-

theantrepdity of the Ruhelss, the kaghsk were on tho
pont of sustaioing a defeat, but the General, who
occupred the centre, notwithstanding the dispersion
of s nght wing, held his gronnd and hept up annces-
<nt cannon fire  Tho sdvanced guard of the Robelas,
who were 1n tho heat of victory engaged n deed] téaé-
1ng the dead, beeame & mark for the fice, and they and
the fugstives of their forco woro shot down  About
1,000 native soldiers, and one liundred Luropeans and
ten or twelve officers, wero hilled on the Generals

T this year Trhwut Rut was set aside and Jhao L'al
stepped nto the post of Natb withount Lhula’at or for-
maht;  The reason 1s that, as Tihatt Rar had neither
presence nor ability, and was, moreover, excessively fond
of boys, he commanded 1o respect, and the pecalation,
disorder, apd greed, which had been common before,
became worse than ever  All the officials were beard-
Jess youths, and each of lus compamions vied with the
other 1n independence, and Tihait Ru was gwlty of
great excesses 1n grants of villages, land, daily stipends
to Brahmins, and 1n bestowing gifts, and monthly al-
lowances of thousands of rupees upon thess young
Iads Bayndth and Dhanpat Rai amassed lakhs of

As 1t was impossible to bring the Wazir
to Ins scnses without strong measures and threats,
and 1t was wadvisable to mamtun Mr Cherry near
the Wazfr in sach a dispute, the Governor removed
Mr Cherry, and sent to Luchnow Mr Lumsden, who
was agent at Beriares, wnd he wrote to the Wasir that
he had removed BMr Cherry as he desired to maintamn
the Wazir's digmtv, and that Lo hoped "the Wazir
would not permit Jhao Llal to have any share m the
Nuib's daties, as he was a turbolentgmint.  The Wazir
and Jhiwo L'al, emstrmng this ato 2 confession of
weahness an the Governor’s part outwardly complied
with lus wishes, but secretly acted in direct opposition
tothem It must be understood that tlis rupture
between the Wazirand Mr Cherry arose from a stub-
bLornness on the W azir's ﬁnr), to which Bachhray had
prompted him by mens of Tafazzal Husen Khan and
his own gomasht, Shimbhu Néth, and he meited the
Wazr by decestful words to behese that he could rely
on the temper of the Governor aud the Conpail for
the attainment of Jus ends  Tad 1t not been for ths,
the Wazir would not have dared to oppose Br.

In this year Burbann 1 Mulk s danghter died  She
was a chaste and magnanimous woman She paseed
her whole Iife 1 the enjoyment of anthonty and
wealth, but not one act did she ever commt 1nconsistent
with her greatness They say that before her birth
the footsteps of Burhannl Mulk were dogged by po-
verty, but that from her buth good fortune began to
attend upon ks famly, and the breezes of prosperity
to blow front the bounty of heaven Twhen Nawab
Safdar Jang was defeated by Ahmad Khan Bangash,
she was at Shihjabfinabid Jawed Khan Modarul
Mak. ditated some entrage to her  The lady
prepared mth her servants to restst hum and succeeded
m blunting the fangs of lus cupidity On Safdar
Jang s return she gave all her treasures as athanh-
offering for h s safety, and bestowed robes of houor,
maguificent equipments and fccoutrements on all her
husband’s servants who had shared his dangers.  After
this <he had no pravate funds left, but she subsisted
contentedly dunag her sons hfetime on the jagir,
yielding about a lakk and a half a year, which the
Emptror had confurred on her, aod coveted nothing
from the domains or treasury of ber son  Although
the late Naw4b adopted many pretences in the endea-
vour to supplement her income, ks devices failed
and so‘“hcn sho died, she }eft not more than ten or
fifteen lakbs of rupees, cash and goods, which she
bad saved up fora plgnmago to Mecea  But the
TV a2fr, fancying that sho must have left avast fortune,

subyected her retainers to many tortures.  There 131

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castom of sitling in mourning for forty days at the place
of death, universally observed by all Muslim women
in India. The Wazir did not allow the mourners for
the Begam to observe {lus ceromony. He dragged
within one week from her honse old ladies in waiting
of Safdar Jang’s time, and Mubarram Ali Kbfin and
Matbw’ Ali Khéio, who bad each lived for sixty or
seventy yearsin tha enjoyment of the highest respect,
and had been accustomed to be treated with honour, and
in whose presence the late Nawab had always behaved
conrteonsly ; placed fetters on their feet and made them
walk through the strects of Faizdbdd; and on base sus-
picion beat them and degraded them. When nothing
was extorted by this means, they were all bronght to
Luchnow. At last he was satisfied by confiscating all
their personal properties, and this detestable procecd-
ing, which disgusted everybody, ended. The only
riches that he foand, beyond the treasare at first dis-
closed, was the good famo of the departed lady.
Another of the events of this year was the visit of
the (Governor) General to Cawnpore. The explana-
tion of this was that the officers of the brigades had
addressed the Council at Calcutta regarding their
rank and salaries. The Governor came up by dik to
Cawnporo and soliled the points in dispute, Tho
Wazir sent Jhao L’al, on the pretext of an escort with
Wazir Al to receive and entertain tho Governor at
Cawnporo, and be invited him to wisit Lucknow.

It rdust be soid that this courso was no now ono
with him. ven before this, when he appointed any
one to any post, ho assigned it to him as if it were n
jigfr. TFor instance, Bilak Ram, who was the Nisic
of 1,000 birgfrs, used to receivo from Tikait Rai the
prico of the grain and of the shoeing of their horses
each menth, and of two suits of clothing for each horse
each year, and the pay of the bArgirs themselves. For
all this, the horses had to stand uncovered for three

To sum up, the service which Jhao L al rendered
the Wazir at this time was this  He reduged 10 somo
cases, and 1n others cut off, the auxihary allowances
granted to relatives and old friends and miitary cluefs,
even those of the very Linsmen and brothers of the
Wazir, and those of the women of the seraglies of
Burhzou'l Mulk and Safdar Jang and of the late
Nawfb , and helodged the svvings thereby made 1n the
Nawab Wazr s personal treasury He feared menr-
ring disrepute on accoupt of delay 1 paying the in~
stalments due to the Dnglish, and he pud off the debts
of Tihatt Rar’s time, amounting to about a kror and
a half He did tius thus  He deferred payment of
the nterest due on the English bonds, and borrowing
forty lakhs from the Nawib Wazir he paid eash  He
spread the debts due to bankers of the city over seven
years, and told them that their lien was on the world
above SBome of them stcod out When tho wnquury
was referred to Rajn Mahra, they made up their ac-
counts and aceepted this arramgement Yet b8 not
only faled to motice the prodigality of the Nawéb
“Wazif's officials and Tikatt Rar'’s proteg(s, who had
now become luP officrals and prote gés, butthe old ewil
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actually grew worse  Moro, the thin vail of decency
formerly muntaed was withdrawn
1t rdust bo said that this course was no new ono
withlim  Even before this, when he appointed any
ono to any post, he asuigned 1t to lim as 1f 1t were 1
Jigir  Tor instance, Balak Ram, who was the Nnr
of 1,000 bargirs, used to receivo from Tikait Rai tho
prico of the grain and of the shoeing of therr horses
each month, and of two smts of clothing for cach horse
cach year, and the pay of the birgirs themselves For
all this, the horses bad to stand uncovered for three
watches iz the depth of winter, and many perished of
the cold  He used to have them shod only twicein the
jear, that 1s, when the usual tours were near, and
e used to givo them gramn once only 1n <everal days
He delnvered to the birgirs only half their monthly
pay  If n birgie ventured to complain 1n the darbar,
Jhao I'al represented lim to bo an idiot or mamac,
and discharged lum  On acconut of the command to
be always 1n attendance on the Wazir and of the neces
sity to humour huw he had not tume to scratch lus
head He was thas regularly engaged every day from
two hours before sunnso to ten o’cloch in the dav,
and 2gawn from four in the afternoon to about ten at
mght, If ho had not relied on s own agents, but
had poersonally serntinized their laboors, be would
have lost s inflaenco with the Nawub Wazfr entrrely
Tt o fooming story illustrates this —One day Almfis
Al fionsad to him ¢ Safdar Jang, although bhe
“nalt tno‘vusiness ot ono Trbdn oy to attend To, used
not to spend the mid watches over tho affawrs of the
Bubah, and st 15 e<eential that you who have so heary
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A burden skould have a time and place fixed for busi-
ness’ Jhao Lal rephed ‘I know nothing of Saf.
dar Jang, but I know this muoh, that the work of oue
pargena, one Subah, or ten Subahs 13 all the same
Every one who refers any matter to mo must recerve
a reply whetber it bo ¢ yes ormo’ TFor this business
1t 18 not worth while to have a time or place specially
set apart It was for this reason that the Nawab
Wazic hiked lum, and often used to say ¢ Basan Raza
Kbfn, Hadar Beg, and Tikait Rar were 4l three
untrue to me, but Jhao L'al set my house to rights’
This was a curious delusion of his

After these affairs had been seftled the Nawab
Wazir prepared for hus tour of that season, bat on this
occaston he resolved fo visit Allabibad, Cawnpore, and
Tarukhibad, to show off to the Englsh and hus sub-
Jeots the digmty with which he hadanvested Jhao L'al
Ho gave orders for the repair of the bwldings in the
Tort at Allabab4d which, he had despoiled of some
stones to remove them to Lnchnow  From Allahébad
1ie came to Cawnpore, and feeling snubbed becanse no
natice was tahen of Jhao L'al by the officers there, ha
went on to Farnkhébad  Hers he removed Muzaffar
Jang's eldest son, and took the part of another of lus
8ons

The explanation of that 1sthis Muzaffar Jung, son of
Ahmad Khdn Bangash, having died, his eldest son suce
ceededluim The Nawab Wazir accused him of potson-
mg bis father and set lumamde  Whether the cthrge
was false or true, 33 not Lnown, but thera1s a strong
suspicion that this act was one of Jhao Lals plots,
and Ius aim was to have Khudawand Khan appointed

Mulbisr, Jhao I'al swas distrosted by the Governor,
and he was always bent on elevating his own creatures,
" Thus he mado friends of the Marhattas of Kelpi, and
ho looked on the strength of Alu Bahidur as kus own
on acconnt of Himmat Bahddur, whose daughter had
been married to his son in exchange.* Ho summoned
from Rémpur Umar Kbin, who had been the canso of
Ghuldm Mubammad’s rebellion, and placed bim 1n the
Nawib Wazic’s service. Through him he caused
complaints to bo heard against Nasrulla Khdn, His
oim was &0 epread the influence of Umar Khén at
Rémpur. When the Governor demanded an esplana-
tion, he pretended to let the matter drop and sent
Tmar Khin away, and replied that the Wazfr had sent
for him to get a sword from bim, It was in pursuance of
this scheme that he desired to instal Khud4wand Khén
as N4ib at Farokhab4d. As the influence of this Khfin
over the Afghans of Mau, ShamsAbid, and Farahbabad
was not to be sccured, while the elder son of Muzffar
Jang was on the epot, it is not unhhely that this led
to the necusation which was charged agamst lnm.
Another ovent of this year was the arrival of Zamén
Shih AbdAli at Lahaur, and the hiding of the Sikhs
in the monse Loles of the Panjab, As 1t was supposed
that the Abdalt, like his grandfather, would not stay
at Lahaur, but would go forward to plunder Lucknow
and Benares (for there was nothing 1n the ruined aty
of Dglhi to satisfy the invading horde), the Dnghsh
prépared to resist him, They made the Fort of Alluk-
£bad their base, and having communication slong the

river Ganges, which was advantageous for the purpose
of supplies, they formed a camp at Kannayy  Mumtions
of war and renforcements cams up in successtve des-
};atches from Calentta, and they remaned 1n expecta-
tion of the Abdél's approach But when he had made
lus preparations to tahe Liahaur, he recetved tidings of
the rebellion of his brother Mahmud, the Governor of
Hirft, who had been meited to this by the promice
of the support of Mohammad Khén, the King of Peraia

He therefore returned with all possible speed to Kabul,
but he left an army of occupation 1 the Diurb between
the Atak and the Jhelum, about one-third of the
Panjab This force succeeded 1n reducing that ternitory.
As the Russitn Army meditates 2 move on Pers z,
Mah d Kbén 13 now pred with them It s
reported that a peace has been patched up between
Mahmud and Zamén Shah; and the latter will return
to Lahaur 12 the beginning of the winter.

Perhaps they intended that, after Zam#n
8hih’s arneal at Delhs, they shounld march formard
through the Bareh mah&ls on the banks of the Ganges
to a fordablo passago and there post themselves By
the occnpation of Kanmany, Luchnow and Beoares

were not protected, for any one who ntends to go to
Luchnow will not go throngh Akbarfibid, which would

necessitate crossing both the Gaoges and Jamna, but

would crossthe Ganges.at Hardwar,and gather x\mnd

bun the Ruhelas of Ghausgark and Rampur, and go

on unopposed to Lucknow and Benares To goard

Lncknow 1t 13, therefore, most advisable to take up a

positionon the banks of the Ganges on the Barel: side.
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In this case tho Rubelas of Rémpur cannot make any
sudden, movement, and the olosing of the fords of tho
Ganges 18 easy. Besides, the Ganges 15 commanded
and the Fort at Allahfibad 1s 1n the rear, and the
conveyaneo of supplies 13 not threatened

TWhen the rumour of Bhah AbdAlr’s approach was
current, news rexched Calenttla of an intention on the
prt of Jhao L'l to jomn the Abdan  The Governor,
Sir Jolin Shore, became uneasy, and constdered that no
time should be lost He took Tafwzznl Husen Khén
with lum dnd proceeded to Benares by dikh  Thenco
o set ont for Tmchnon with 4,000 horso and foot, and
smtable preparations  The Nawdib Wazir and Jhao
I7a), who thought that the Governor was comnf to
arrange for the fight with Zam#o Shih, nent to Jaun-
pur to meet lnm, and roturned with lnm to Lucknow
After the usual ceremonies, the exchango 8f turban
and hat and so o, the Governor asked the Nawab Wa-
zir to remove Jhao L'al and appoint another Naib
The Wazir made all possible exenses, bat finding 1t
1mposatble on this oceasion to resmist, lie prolubited
Jhao L'al from coming to the darb4dr e resolved
to give the Mifikat to Almfs Al Xhén, nud 1 order
to deceryo Tafizzul Husen Khin and to gain some of
s own ends, ho nomunated Taftzzul Iusen Khin
also  Before obtammmg the Governor’s sanclion be
gave Almas Al lns seal and some offices, and thus
aigyuffd hus appointment as Naib  That old wolf,
notnithstanding that ko had always protested Ins re-
fusat of the appointment, now accepted 1t to assist tho
Wazir i ns fraud, 1nd to secnre the continuanco of

Jhao I'al  The Wazir's 1ntention nas that by gy
-
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him this appointment, the estrang t of the Englislt
should be perpetuated, and that the errors of Jhao
L’al should rema concealed owing to thore being no
friction between him and Almés Ali, and thus gradual-
Iy he would obtain an opportunity of remsatating Jhao
L’al  But the Governor hnew that miving the Niabat
to Almis Alt would bo delivering the sheep to the
wolf, aud he declined to accept the nemination  He
requested the appomtmert of Tafazzul Husen Khin
The Wazir had humself mentioned lus name and could
not refuse to appornt lim. He complied with great
‘ reluctance ¢ The fool 13 trken 1n Ins own net,” and so
stwas  The Governor after setthing this affur and
mncreasing  the Wazic's annual contrnibution to the
Company by six Jakhs of rupecs for the muntenanco of
newly-reermited Turh sawhrs, obtained the bamsh-
ment of 8Jhae L'l to Azfmibid, and ruturned to lus
eprtal
After the Governor’s departure the Wazir evinced
Tus dissatisfrction by at once turning oat Major Palmer,
who had been loft Lelund to support Tafazznl Husen
Kbhsn, and other English ofhicera from the houses 1n
which lie bad lodged them when the Governor cams to
Lucknow Hewnasnshed the reason of this,and he m «do
somo excuce e 19 at times eross and at times plea-
sant to Tafazzul Husan Khan  Ho regrets the free-
dom ond license to which ho was acenstomod under
Jhao L'al, and sectotly seehs a change Alutig Al
also, on account of the snub he reeived an connection
with lus nomuination to the Niébat, shares tho coun-
scls of the Wazir and meditates ewil, awarting the
turn of fortune
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It must bo observed that the selection of Azim-
ubfd as Jhao I’al’s place of residence was injudicrons,
His conduct did not deserve so much notice His total
bamshrient was the advisable measure  To show con-
sideratton for such mean creatures 1s to lower the
digmty of a Government in the eyes of men The
refusal to give cffect to the nommation of Almas Al
was proper  Ho hag by embezzlemenit and pecalation
brought together 20,000 horae and foot, and amassed
a great treasure To give such a person further
power 15 1;ipolitic.
